Childers Of Lincoln County, Washington

The first settlers of this name in the community were Walter Scott Childers, his wife Sally Bell and three children.  During the winter of 1889-1890 they "moved onto the homestead six miles north of Almira,“  where Childers descendants farm today.  Additional acreage was added to the Childers holdings and was later divided to form two seperate farms.

Walter Scott Childers was born in Scotland County, Missouri January 10, 1858, the oldest child of Robert P. and Mary Jane (Williams) Childers who lived on a farm six miles southwest of Memphis, the county seat.  Orphaned at the age of fourteen, Walter was sent to live with an uncle, Thomas A. Williams, and his wife, Nancy.  Walter met Sally Bell, daughter of James M. and Lucinda (Pence) Whalen, in Scotland County and they were married at the bride's home February 21, 1883, with J. W. Owen of the M. E. Church South officiating.

The family came West by train about 1887, going first to Union County, Oregon where an uncle, George Childers, lived. Walter said it was not good country for raising horses, and the family moved on.  He worked at Walla Walla, Washington as harvester on the Drumheller farm, then drove a logging team for Dart Lumber Mill at Athol, Idaho where Sally also was employed as cook for the logging crew. In 1889 Walter operated a dray service at Spokane Falls, Washington.  He looked at three abandoned homesteads in Lincoln County and chose the one north of Almira. In September 1892, he filed for homestead papers and received his first certificate November 15, 1898.

The four surviving brothers and sisters of Walter Childers came to Almira to visit and look over the territory as a prospective future home.  Only Sarah, the eldest girl, settled in Washington.  Sarah Jane Childers was born in 1859 in Scotland County, Missouri and married there to William H. McCoy, son of J. J. and Mary Ann (McCandless) McCoy, 17 October 1877.  "Aunt Sadie" died 1911 and "Uncle Billy" died 1922;  both are buried at Almira Cemetery.  They had three daughters, Delia who married Roy Rankin, a farmer at Del Rio, Washington; Myrtle who married Otto Amos, restauranteur of Blanchard, Washington;  and Laura, who married Dale Rankin, brother of Roy, and grocer  of Spokane, Washington.

Walter Childers was a horse trader, as shrewd as the best of them.  It was often left to Sally and the children to tend the farm work, and for this Sally was able and competent.  When Walter retired from farming, he and Sally moved to an apartment in Spokane, Washington.  Walter died in Spokane July 24, 1942. Sally and her unmarried son moved into a house in Almira where Sally, though blind , kept house and tended the yard.  She died May 21, 1950.  Sally had wanted to live to be one-hundred;  she missed it by thirteen years.

Walter and Sally were the parents of five children, three whom lived to adulthood.  The first-born, and only daughter, Nellie Dale, was born in Scotland County, Missouri February 13, 1884 and died of tick fever March 12, 1890. A baby boy was born during the winter of 1893 and died shortly after birth. Both children were buried on the ranch, but in later years headstones were placed for them in the Almira Cemetery near the graves of Walter and Sally.

Robert Guy Childers was born in Scotland County, Missouri August 15, 1885. He attended Grandview School, the one-room country school located six miles north of Almira, and prep school at Washington State College, Pullman, Washington, where he studied veterinary medicine.  On September .22, 1919, he and Anna, daughter of Martin and Laura Theresa (Troedel) Hoiznagel of Waukon, Washington, were married in Spokane.  In 1928 they moved into the big, brick house situated next door to the house Walter and Sally built on their homestead. Guy and Anna lived there until he retired from farming and moved   to Wilbur, Washington about 1960. Guy died May 15, 1969 at age 85 and Arma died May 10, 1984 at age 89. They are buried at LaFollette Cemetery, a rural cemetery north of Almira.

James Ross Childers, second son of Walter and Sally, was born July 27, 1889 while the family was living in a covered wagon on the bank of the Spokane River. It was only a few days before the famous Spokane fire. Jim also attended Grandview School and prep school at Washington State College. He never married. After retiring from farming, he moved to Carlsborg, Washington where he died January 9, 1965. He is buried at Almira Cemetery.

The youngest child of Walter and Sally is Walter Rex Childers, born August 23, 1900. He attended Grandview School, then went to high school in Almira but graduated from Lewis and Clark High School in Spokane, Washington. He attended Northwestern Business College in Spokane for about five months, and then returned to farming at Almira. During World War II he spent two winters working at the Seattle shipyards as a journeyman burner. In December 1953 he moved to Sequim, Washington where he worked at portable welding and well drilling. After retiring, he and his wife traveled extensively throughout North and Central America. Rex married Erma, daughter of George Brewster and Eva (Rawlinson) Rees on February 15, 1928. This marriage ended in divorce in 1945. On February 10, 1947 Rex married Mary Margeurite (Evans) Bolen in Kalispell, MI. She was the daughter of Harry H. and Edith A. (Thomas) Evans of San Jose, CA.  Margeurite had one son, Thomas Terry Bolen, by her first marriage, born May 8, 1940. Terry attended school at Almira, and then moved to Sequim with his mother and stepfather. On August 4, 1974 he married Ignacia (Bertram) Reynolds. She is called "Angle". Terry and his wife live at Kaknek, Alaska where he works as welder- and well driller, and sells parts and accessories for three-wheelers.

The first grandchild of Walter and Sally was Laura Belle, born July 25, 1920 and named for her two grandmothers. She was born at the Childers homestead where Guy and Anna lived with his parents. Laura Belle attended the first three grades at Grandview School, then it was consolidated with the Almira School District and she finished her school years at Almira. She graduated from Washington State College in 1942. She married John Badger Kunz, son of Joseph Nelson and Florence (Badger) Kunz of Wilbur, WA, March 2, 1943 at Coeur d'Alene, ID where he was on leave from the navy base at Farragut, ID. After World War II, John farmed in the Sherman district, northeast of Wilbur, until retirement. He died at the nursing home in Davenport, WA June 11, 1989.

Karen Virginia, daughter of Laura Belle and John Kunz, was born April 28, 1945. She attended Wilbur School and graduated from Washington State University. On February 5, 1967 she married Robert Kenneth Perrine, son of Clyde and Georgia Perrine of Bremerton/ WA. Karen and Bob live at Puyallup/ WA and have one son; Kenneth Avery» who lives at Richland, WA and works for Battelle Northwest.

Joseph Michael Kunz, son of John and Laura Belle, was born August 18 1947 He          attended Wilbur schools and Washington State University where he graduated with a degree in agriculture. He was married to Susan Xavier Doane, daughter of Russell and Betty Doane of Wilbur, on December 31, 1977 at Coeur d'Alene ID They live in Wilbur. Joe works for the Lincoln County, WA ' hospital and Sue works for the Wilbur School District. They have two daughters. Jalayna is Juvenile Probation Officer for the Whitman County; WA sheriff's department and is married to Rob Watkins. Mikki lives and works in Ellensburg, WA.

The second child of Guy and Anna Childers was born May 30, 1923 and was named Anna Virginia — Anna after the nurse who cared for the mother and new baby, and" Virginia because Anna, the mother, liked that name. Virginia attended Almira schools and three semesters at Washington State College. She married Theodore Hanks, son of John and Marjorie Blanche (Schoonover) Hanks of Ellensburg, Washington, on October 21, 1943 at Yakima, Washington. Ted died November 9, 1979 at Ellensburg, Washington. Ted and Virginia have no children.

The third grandchild of Walter and Sally Childers was Betty Jean, born June 6, 1930 to Rex and Erma Childers. She attended Almira schools through the first ten grades, and then finished high school at Lewis and dark High in Spokane. She took vocational training at Esther's School of Beauty in Spokane. When Sally Childers became infirm from old age, Betty returned to Almira to care for her grandmother. On October 31, 1953, Betty married Ray Willard Pfeifer, son of Phillip John (Jr.) and Nettie E. (Kallenburger) Pfeifer of Martin, Washington. "Bud" farmed until 1979, when he and Betty moved to acreage at Soap Lake, Washington. They have traveled extensively throughout the United States and spent*-the winters in Arizona.   Betty died 28 December 2002.

Marilyn Rene, daughter of Betty Jean and Bud Pfeifer, was born February 19, 1955. She attended Martin and Wilson Creek, Washington schools, then completed her education at Washington State University. She and Thomas Stephen Giovanelli were, married at Mercer Island, Washington October 14, 1978. This marriage ended in divorce. Marilyn has a son Joseph T. Giovanelli born June 1985 at Mercer Island, WA. Marilyn married second Michael Christian Santangelo 16 November 1990, Mercer Island, WA. They have a daughter, Maggie Michael Santangelo, born 27 January 1992 at Bellevue, WA.

Lyle Dennis, son of Betty Jean and Bud Pfiefer, was born March 20, 1956. He attended Marlin and Wilson Creek schools, then continued at Washington State University, Big Bend Community College, and Central Washington University, where he received a degree in aerospace science. On June 7, 1968 he married Marlene Sue Mitchell, daughter of Vernon C. and Opal (Kaminsky) Mitchell of Ellensburg. Lyle is an airplane pilot. Their children are Mitchell Rees born 4 January 1988 TN; Mathew Ray born 9 October 1989 TN; Brian Michael born 24 November 1991 TN; Kaitlin Claire born 19 August 1993 Yakima, WA. They live near Ellensburg, WA.

Duane Rodney, second child of Rex and Erma Childers, was born September 21, 1932. He attended Almira Schools and Eastern Washington State University. He farms the original Childers homestead north of Almira. He and Lora Belle, daughter of Agathe and Ada Lily (White) Keener of Almira, were married June 13, 1955 at Almira. They have one son and three daughters, all of whom attended Almira schools. Dale Rodney Childers and Lori Lynn, daughter of Wayne and Linda Snyder of Grand Coulee, Washington, were married at Almira November 25, 1978. They have a daughter, Chelsea Doreen born August 14, 1981, and a son, Dakota Dale, born February 27, 1988.

Deanna Michelle Childers, oldest daughter of Duane and Lora, was born June 20, 1958. She attended Almira schools and Spokane Community College. She married Donald Carson Kuehne, son of William G. and Bernice Kuehne of Wilbur, on April 14, 1981 at Coeur d' Alene, Idaho. Donald died August 10, 198^. They had one child, Brandon Wayne Keuhne born August 7, 1982. Deanna married Hal Roach of Grand Coulee, and they have a daughter, Shannon Marie born 1989. 

Danette Rachelle Childers, third child of Duane and Lora, was born August 10, 1959. She attended Almira schools, Spokane Community College, Glen Dow Academy for Hair Design, and Leithauser Electrolysis. She is a cosmetologist-electrologist at Electric City, Washington.

The youngest child of Duane and Lora Childers is Delora Lynn. She attended Almira Schools, Spokane Community College and Eastern Washington State University. She married Bob Engman of Seattle at her parent's home September 1989.

The earliest Westward pioneer of the Childers family was James P. Childers who came to Union County, Oregon about 1865.  He had been a Confederate soldier serving under Stirling Price, who was later governor of Missouri.  History books state that after the defeat of Price's army in southern Missouri, what remained of the left wing of that army almost to a man removed to Oregon.  It is very probable that James P. Childers moved with them.  Unrest between Northern and Southern sympathizers  in Scotland County had caused friction between neighbors, and the Childers family was effected.  Also, the fact that the United States government in 1863 began drafting men to serve in the Union Army no doubt helped decide Childers' move to Oregon.

James Percy Childers was born December 1, 1822 in Kentucky.  The story written by his granddaughter several years after he died, states he was born in Bourbon County, but all documents found  to date show that his parents were farmers who lived in Grant County, so it is more likely he was born there.  He was the son of Robert Jr.  and Sarah Ann (Landrum) Chiiders, members of the Williamstown Baptist Church, who migrated from Grant County, Kentucky to Adams County, Illinois about 1834 and to dark County, Missouri by 1836.  In 1841 or 1842, Scotland County was formed from the western part of Clark County, and it was in this area that Robert Childers, Jr. and his family lived.

James P. Childers married Mary Jane McDowell, daughter of David and Rebecca McDowell of Scotland County, November 19, 1841.  Mary Jane was born in Virginia August 27, 1825.  She and James P. had seven children born to them while they lived in Scotland County.  The youngest, Charles, died enroute to Oregon and was buried along the trail beside the Platte River.  Another son, Henry,  was born in Oregon and died at age two.                                      .

The history written by James P.'s granddaughter states that James P.'s mother traveled with them, and also died en route to Oregon.  The wagons were driven over the grave to obliterate all traces of burial, in an attempt to foil the Indians and grave robbers of that era.   According to the 1860 census of Scotland County, Missouri, it was Rebecca McDowell. mother of Mary Jane,  who was living with the James P. Childers family.  James  parents were on the 1850, but not the 1860, census, so had either moved or died before that date. 

This was not James P. Childers' first trip West.  He and a brother had joined the California gold seekers, and had sailed around Cape Horn on a trip to the gold fields.  The brother died en route and James bribed the ship's Captain to land on the coast of South America to bury the body of the brother instead of burying him at sea.

James P. Childers owned a farm one and one-half miles northwest of Summerville, Union County, Oregon.  For several years he operated a half-way house for travelers  on the Oregon Trail headed beyond Union County.  He died November 1, 1895.  Mary Jane died April 21, 1901.  Both are buried at the Summerville Cemetery.

Robert Thomas Childers, the oldest child, was born August 26 1843 in Scotland County, Missouri.  He married Elizabeth Myers February 14, 1864 in Scotland County.  She was born January 30, 1848 in Virginia and died June 12, 1871 in Oregon and was the daughter of Henry Myers.  Thomas’ second wife was Mary E. Hyde Koontz, widow of Frank M. Koontz, whom she married 9 January 1868 Linn County, OR.  She was the daughter of Perry and Elizabeth Ann (Tyier) Hyde.  She married Robert Thomas Childers 3 August 1874.  She died 11 March 1912 Linn Co./ OR. Thomas and Elizabeth were parents of two children.  Mary Louise was born 2 December 1864 Union Co./  ..and died 21 April 1931 at Summerville/ Union Co./ OR.  She married #1 John H. or D. Dobson/ #2 Charles Duggan/ #3 Ishmael W. Literal.  James Henry Childers was born  November 1869  and died June 18/ 1945 at Cove/ OR.  He married Lura Lou Anderson/ daughter of L. L. Anderson.  She was born 1880 and died 1966 Union Co./ OR.

Children of Thomas and Mary were two.  Carrie.Alice born 27 June 1882/ died 20 February 1884 OR.  Florence born 6 March 1891 Union Co./ OR/ died October 1981 Lane Co./ OR.  She married Samuel Hugh Irwin 3 October 1906 Union Co./ OR.  Anna Koontz/ daughter by Mary's first marriage/ was born 20 November 1868 and died 2 August 1928 at Portland/ Multnomah Co./ OR.  She married Asahel James Colt 25 December 1888 at LaGrande/ Union Co./ OR.

James Henry and Lura Lou Childers had four children.  Avon Boon born 16 April 1905/ died 24 June 1978 at LaGrande/ Union Co./ OR. Avon had advertised in a magazine for a wife and a lady named Sybil from Oklahoma answered the ad, married Avon/ had a child and then left him and the boy and returned to Oklahoma.  Avon's parents reared the boy.  Avon lived with his brother/ James Marvin/ who was born 27 August 1907,in Union County/ and died 15 May 1977 at Walla Walla/ WA.  Marvin had a Bachelor of Arts degree from the University of Idaho and was a rodeo rider who had injured his foot so that his walk was slightly impeded.  They were rockhounds/ storytellers and teetotalers/ although there had been instances of alcoholism in the family.  A third brother/ Charles was born in 1909 and died in 1910/ Union Co./ OR.  A sister/ Revenia Aldine was born February 1912/ Baker Co./ OR and died 4 September 1950 Malheur Co./ OR.  Her first husband was Jess Lawrence and her second was (name unknown) Heard.

John Goldsby/ son of James P. and Mary Jane Childers/ was born

1845 in Scotland County/ Missouri.  He died in Woodland/ CA A January 1923.  He was married to Laura Amelia Yount in Oregon.

She was born 1 June 1854 and died 9 December 1923.  They had four children.  Charles L./ born 1877 OR/ died 5 Jan. 1955 Stockton/ CA.  H^ married  Diantha V. (surname  unknown). George Thomas born 1878 OR/ died in Woodland/ CA.  He married his cousin Rhoda Fay Childers/ daughter of George Perry and Nancy Anna (Chase) Childers.  Harry or Harvey, born March 1883 OR/ died 17 December 1887 Chico/ Butte Co./ CA.  Clifford Perry  was born 5 October 1894 OR, and died 1 June 1954 Woodland/ CA.  He married Reva (name unknown).  Of the fourth child, Jesse/ there is no known data. .A half-sister/ Juanita (surname unknown) married (name unknown) Lumsden and lived in San Francisco in 1923.

James William Childers/ third son of James P. and Mary Jane Childers/ was born in Scotland County/ MO 24 October 1848,  He died 3 October 1929 Wallowa Co., OR.  He married 5 June 1870 to

Emma ot Emily Jemima Tice/ 'daughter of John Q. A. and Louisa (Stout) Tice. She was born 12 January 1854 Salem, OR and died 16 Jlily 1932 Wallowa Co., OR. They had seven children. The eldest/ Charles L. died in 1902. Clara Alice born.J873, married #1 John Rhodes and #2 Everett A. Breshears of CA. She had a son/ Clay Rhodes; and a daughter who married Henry Parsons of Elgin/ OR.

Lillian M./ third child of James W. and Emma Childers was born 1874. She married William Ikle an lived in NY. Her second marriage was to (name unknown) Carswell of CA. William F. Childers was born to James and Emma on 2 April 1876, Union Co., OR. He married first to Cora Morelock and they lived at Leap; OR They Yiad. a. daughter Leia who married Dr. Asahel Hockett and a son, Robert who while young had an accident at a sawmill and later died   19 April 1935 Wallowa Co., OR. William F. married #2 Ethyl Lydia Ryder/ born 28 Feb. 1881 Exeter/ NE, the daughter of Louis E. and Elizabeth (Weygandt) Ryder. Their son/ William Albert Childers was born 18 June 1927 OR and married Dorothy Bean daughter of Henry Pinkton and Mary Agnes (Ferguson) Bean.

Dora E., daughter of James W. and Enma Childers, married Frederick Becker and lived at Elgin, OR in 1902. They had five children. Eve Becker married Sid Burleigh, a lawyer at LaGrande, Q^. Freda Becker married Reed Smith, a groceryman at Enterprise, O.F? K. Becker, the eldest son, lived at Walla Walla, WA. June Becker, the youngest daughter, married Melvin Bue of Joseph, OR. Fred Becker, the youngest child, married Maxine Moore, a schoolteacher, and they lived in Spokane, WA where Fred had an automobile business.

Albert Leroy, son of James W. and Emma (Tice) Childers, was born October 1881 OR, and died at Gold Hill, OR. He married Maud B. Haskett, born 1884 OR, who had a son, Billie, by her first marriage. They had a daughter, Blanche, born 1904 who married Lawrence Graves, and sons Virgil Byron died 1905 and James born 1908.

Youngest child of James W. and Emma Childers was Amos Earl, born 30 July 1887 Union Co., OR, died May 1969 Walla Walla, WA. On 14 ^March 1906 he married Edna Knapp, daughter of William and Margaret (surname unknown) Knapp. Edna was born 2 Feb. 1889 and died 23 Oct. 1912 OR. Amos Earl married second Mac (surname. unknown). His children were James Perry born 11 February 1907 at Enterprise, OR, Amos, Clair born 1912, Oma born 1913, Russel born 1917 and Ralph born 1919.

George Perry Childers, fourth son of James P. and Mary Jane Childers, was born November 14, 1853 Scotland Co., MO and died March 4, 1932 in Woodland, CA. He married Nancy Anna Chase in Oregon December 31, 1875. She was born April 26, 1862 in Page County, Iowa and died March 15, 1947 in Woodland. They had eleven children. All but one, Sydney Knox, lived to adulthood. He was born January 30, 1881 in Union County, Or and died there February 22, 1882.

Eldest child was Claude Delaney born October 17, 1879 Union Co., and died of typhoid September 6, 1910 at LaGrande, 08. He married Maud M. Parker July 15, 1900. They had three children, Harvey Ray born May 16, 1902 and died October 2, 1902;

Merton T. born 1906 and died 1955 and Mamie C. born 1909 who married a Lake.

After Claude Delaney died/ Maud Melville (Parker) Childers married Frank S. Johnson.

Third Child, Lulu Belle Childers, was born January 16,1884 in Union County and died July 31, 1969 at Woodland, CA. She is buried at Summerville Cemetery beside her husband. Guy Jackson Glenn, who was born 20 March 1881 and died 12 October 1948. They had a son/ Elmer F. Glenn.

Lee Roy, fourth child of George and Nancy Childers, was born November 10, 1884 in Union Co. He died January 18, 1947 at LaGrande. On May 24, 1908 he married Bessie

M. Gray who was born 23 April 1887 and died 8 May 1963 at Cove/ OR. Their daughter Ida married (name unknown) Robinson and was living in Missoula/ MT in 1949. Of Elda there .is no data. Leroy married GayIe Conklin at Cove, OR December 26, 1950 and was later Superintendent of Schools at Wallowa, OR.

Dorsey Dell, son of George and Nancy Childers, was born March 31, 1890 in Union Co. and died 27 January 1964 in Woodland/ Placer County/ CA. He married Niobe Frances Andrews/ a practical nurse. She was born 1897 MO and died 16 February 1974 at Sacramento, CA.   They had three children. Robert P. Childers, born 1917 OR, and his wife Jessie (surname unknown) had two children, Linda and Robert. Daughter, Doris June, never married and lived at Sacramento/ CA. Betty Ann, born 1926, married Collis L. Smith who was born 1924 and died 1983. Their children were Cindy who married Scott Foster, Douglas A. who married Kathleen Sullivan, Lori and Timothy Steven who married Debra Ann McKenzie in 1981.

Ella Rosetta, sixth child of George and Nancy Childers, was born June 26, 1892 in Union Co. She married a Doster but was divorced. She was a nurse, served in France in World War I, and retired in her 60's from Woodland Memorial Hospital. She died in Woodland December 4, 1975.

Bessie Violet, third daughter of George and Nancy Childers, was born February 8, 1895 in Union Co. She died in Woodland October 27, 1975. Her first husband was John Witte of Imbler, OR and her second husband was Irvin E. Kramer, by whom she had two children, Clifton in 1920 and Irvin in 1922, both born in California.

Mabel Clara, eighth child of George and Nancy childers, was born July 12, 1896 in Union Co. and died at Woodland October 10, 1976. Her first husband was Thomas Marlin, by whom she had two children, George born 1920 who was wounded in World War II and is in a veteran's hospital, and Thomas Clair born 1922. Mabel's second husband was Dom Isaacs and they were divorced in 1925.

George and Nancy's next child was Eathel Thelma, born February 17, 1898. In 1920 she was committed to Napa State Hospital where she died about 1940.

The youngest daughter, Rhoda Fay Childers, was born January 1, 1902, and was a nurse. She married in 1921 to Farra J. Eady. Her second husband, in 1932 was R. Robinson. Her third husband was her cousin, George Childers (above). She had no children. She died 1974 in Woodland, California.

George Thomas Childers was the youngest child of George and Nancy, and was born August 14, 1903 in Union County. He was a saloon proprietor for eight years, an office clerk for one year, and other occupations. He married Leota Irene Barbee November 9, 1923and they were divorced in 1944. He married Augusta Chess in 1945, and they were divorced in 1952, In 1953he married Fern F. Rosko. He died 26 April 1954 in Woodland, CA. Hw had a daughter, Lorraine Tyrell Childers and another child who name is not know at this time.

The fifth son of James P. and Mary Jane Childers was Cyrus Delaney born 1857 in Scotland County/ MO. He died 21 August 1926 at Kingman, Mohave County, AZ. His wife was Clara Loop, and after they were divorced, she married (name unknown) Rinehart. They had a daughter, Nellie Leota who married Andrew H. Selde, who was born 1887 Summerville, Union Co., OR.

The sixth son of James P. and Mary was Frank P. Childers, born August 15, 1858 Scotland County, Missouri. He was for several years sheriff of Union County. He died at LaGrande, Oregon February 27, 1915 of Bright*s Disease. He married. in 1876 to Mary Adia, Baker, daughter of John and Margaret (Goodman) Baker. Mary Adia was born 25 March 1861 at Corydon, IA and died at LaGrande 16 September 1931.  They had six children.

Flora Delia Childers was born July 28, 1878 at Summerville, and married Fred (C. A.) Wagner, a barber at La Grande. She died at LaGrande November 19, 1960. Olive Carolyn Childers was born November 3, 1880, and was a Salvation Army officer forty-two years, retiring as Brigadier General. She died July 29,1961. Wallace P. was born February 1884 or 5 and died October 1945 at Dunsmuir, CA. He married Hazel Corbett. Jessie Belle, born 16 April 1882, died 12 March 1898 at a hospital at Portland, OR. Frank Merle/ fifth child of Frank and Mary Adla Childers was born 11 July 1885 at Summerville, OR and died 5 August 1953 at LaGrande/ OR. The youngest child was Adia Ruth, born 26 September 1986 and died May 1905 at LaGrande.

George W. Childers, younger brother of James Perry Childers, was born 1841 in Missouri. He was listed as living in the household of his brother in Union County, Oregon on the 1870 census. He was age 29, a teamster, and unmarried. Nothing more is known about this George Childers, except that Walter Scott Childers and family coming from Missouri in 1887 went first to Waiter's uncle George in Oregon.  He was living at Island City, Union County, OR at that time.

Boon F. Childers, son of Robert P. and Mary Jane (Williams) Childers, was born in September 1866 in Scotland County, Missouri. He was six years old when his parents died. In 1893 he was at Almira, Washington where his brother, Walter, had homesteaded three or four years earlier. Boon moved to Oregon, where in 1898 he married Violet Maud Hearing. Maud was a native Oregonian, born near Sweet Home April 1880. Boon and Maud lived on Mill Street in Joseph, Oregon where Boon was a laborer and operated a livery stable. After Boon died, June 24, 1912, Maud married Oliver Wood.  She was the daughter of George and Mary (unknown) Hearing.

Five children were born to Boon and Maud. The eldest, Howard Boon, was born 21 April 1889 OR and died 8 May 1967 Kennewick, WA He married Minnie Maydell Bailey, born 21 February 1903 Tillamook OR and died 14 July 1996 Hermiston, OR, the daughter of John and Elvira (Parrish) Bailey. Their son, Howard Jay, married Imogene (surname unknown). Their son, Alan, born 1956, married 18 June 1982 at Creston, Lincoln County, wa to Marsha Jeffries, daughter of Marshall Bradley and Jamet Ray (Harris) Jeffries. Alan and Marsha have children  Amber and.

Paul Kenneth Childers was born to Boon and Maud 30 September 1902 and died 2 November of the same year.   A daughter/ Georgia/ was born 11 August 1905 and died 3 June 1975 Wallowa Co./ OR. She married Uley McGinnis/ son of A.L. and Amanza G. (unkonwn) McGinnis. Uley was born 26 May 1903 OR and died April 1971 OR. Their childern were Howard/ John Patrick/ Gordon/ Marilyn who married (unknown) Crawford and Lolita who married #1 (unknown) Wise and #2 (unknown) Fermanish. She lives in Michigan.

Lulu Alice/ fourth child of Boon and Maud Childers was born 12 October 1907 OR and died 3 February 1979 Walla Walla/ WA. She married Maurice O'Dell Dimmick/ born 4 February 1907 at Walla Walla and died there July 1968. His parents were John Loudon and Lucy Jane (Crouch) Dimmick.Lulu and Maurice had four children John/ Ruby/ Robert and Victoria.

The fifth child of Boon and Maud was Pauline/ born 1911 OR and died 10 October 1960 Portland/ OR. She married James W. Cruzan who was born 1907 and died 1966. They had a daughter/ Virginia.

Maud's children by Oliver Wood were two. Ruth Wood married Clarence Paul Nuxall 28 August 1905. He died 8 March 1982 Wallowa County/ OR. Norma Wood married (unkno(rf»i) Goodale.

The youngest son of Robert P. and Mary Jane (Williams) Childers was George Finley Childers, born September 8, 1868 in Scotland County, Missouri. He came west with his brother. Boon, and settled in northeast Oregon. He was married October 23, 1896 to Mary Eliza Hearing, sister of Maud who married George's brother Boon. Eliza was born at Sweet Home, Oregon February 2, 1878 and died November 28, 1953. George and Eliza resided on Water Street in Lostine, Oregon where George served as rural mail carrier. George died October 24, 1931. Eliza remarried to E. A. Crossler. He had three daughters by his first wife/ namely Eula married Charles Bloodworth, Irene married Quentin Lathrop and Marie married Herman Wood. Vera Pay/ daughter of George and Eliza Childers/ was born 19 September 1897 at Lostine/ OR. She died 13 November 1981 at Woodburn/ Marion Co./ OR. Her first husband was Edward Miles and her second husband was Ray Pierson.  She had one daughter/ Dorothy Louise Miles who married J. E. Galvin. They were parents of Russell/ Douglas and Roxanne.

Cecil Elmer Childers was born at Lostine July 6, 1899. He married Thelma Crow and they had three children/ Jack. Lois and Dale.  Cecil died 18 May 1991 Union Co./ OR.

A second daughter was born to George and Eliza Childers January 13, 1902. She was named Mary Maxine. She married Murray Carter, and they had one daughter, Onda Marie. Maxine died 6 September 1977 at Kelso/ WA. Murray Donaldson Carter was born 14 July 1899 at North Creek/ NY and died 31 August 1898 Multnomah Co., OR. He married his second

wife; Olga R. (surname unknown) cica 1959. Maxine's other marriages .were to Robert Schumacher 1 February 1922 in Wallowa County/ OR. Robert was born 21 August 1901 and died March .1982 at'Longview, Cowlitz County, WA. In 1931 Maxine was married to Jack Nichols/Nicholas/ and later to Lawrence Redfern and then to Len Able.

Twins, Clair B. and Clarice were born to George and Eliza 12 June 1905. Clarice died 16 October of the same year. Clair died 12 October 1962 at Vida/ OR. He married Leona Plass and they had one daughter/ Geraldine.

Sixth child of George and Eliza Childers was a son, Russell Gesner, born May 6, 1913. He died of a brain tumor at Lostine July 5, 1924.

Verda Marie was the youngest child of George and Eliza Childers, She was born at Lostine October 9, 1917 and married Venom Merrill Davis September 19, 1935. He was born March 1, 1915 and died January 12, 1967 at Emmett, Idaho. They operated a dairy ranch, now run by their son, Richard Gail Davis, who was their eldest child, born September 5, 1938. Lucinda Marie was born March 17, 1942 and Lynette Louise was born September 6, 1945.

Martha Ann Childers, daughter of Robert and SaLrah A. (Landrun) Childers was born 3 nay 1836 in dark (now Scotland) County, Missouri. She died 1903 at Damascus, Clackaraas County, Oregon. Her first husband was Nekton Childers, born 1830 in Grant County, Kentucky to Harraon and Sarah (DeHart) Childers and a cousin to Martha. They were married 1 December 1853 at her father's home in Scotland County, Missouri. Newton died circa 1867 in Oregon/ probably in Lane County but no record has been found. Their first child was Laura June born 1856 Scotland County/ MO. She married #1 Philip Augustus Marquam 3 March 1871 Clackamas County/ OR. He was born 12 October 1851 at Marquam/ Clackamas County and died 22 March 1928 at San Francisco/ CA,,and was the son of Alfred and Olive (Burbage) Marquam. They had four children. Virgil born 1874/ died 25 August 1880 Union Co./ OR. Bertha Gertrude born 3 November 1876/ died 30 November 1902 Portland/ OR. She married Robert Gillian, son of John and Janet (Paton) Gillian. He was born 28 February 1868 in Scotland. His second wife was Florence (surname unknown).   Third child of Laura and Philip Marquam was Myrtle who was born 1878 and died 28 December 1974 or 5 in Marin Co./ CA. She married Hugh Thomas Copeland.The youngest child of Laura and Philip was Iris who died young. Laura married #2 William H. Werner/ born 17 July 1852 Lehigh Co./ PA and died 29 September 1893 Portland/ OR. He was the son of Samuel and Mary (Spinner) Warner. Laura married #3 Herman H. Feldbush 15 September 1887 at Portland. He was born circa 1863 '.San Francisco, CA and died 16 June 1926 at Portland.

Robert Harmon Childers/ son of Martha and Newton/ was born 30 April 1865 Scotland County/ MO. He married Mary Ellen Maguire and lived at San Francisco/ CA where he died 27 July 1930. Mary Ellen was the daughter of William and Ellen "Nellie" (McCardle) Maguire and was born 21 June 1870 at San Francisco and died 23 December 1932. They had three children. Robert Harold; born 15 June 1902 San Francisco/ died 24 September 1981 at Novato/ Marin Co., CA. He married 27 June 1934 to Frances Bernice

Cummings.  Louis Alien born 13 September 1904 San Francisco, died 1 "February 1967 San Francisco, and married Verva (surname -unknown) at Reno, NV.   The third child, William Irvin was born 18'November 1906 at Gresham, Multnomah Co., OR. He married 2.1 March 1936 at Oakland, Alaroeda Co., CA to Velma Audrey Ward. His second wife was Ruth (Levy) Eden.

Sarah/Sadie E. Childers  was born 19 Nov. 1867 Marion Co., OR and died 7 July 1943 North Hollywood, CA.  She married #1 Warren T. Slatten and #2 (unknown) Applegate.

After Newton died, Martha married 20 November 1868 in Linn Co.,OR to Jacob Skirvin, who is probably a descendent of the Grant County/ KY family of that name.  Martha and Jacob had four children.  William P. Skirvin, born September 1869 Clackamas Co., OR, died 6 February 1901, and married 4 January 1898 in Clackamas County to Eugenia Morton.  She remarried to A. L. Gibson 12 September 1903.   Harvey Lee Skirvin was born 20 January 1871  in Clackamas County and died 18 April 1935 at San Francisco, CA. Susan C. Skirvin was born 1872 or 3 Clackamas County, OR and died 16 May 1917 Oregon City, OR.  She married 2 July 1892 to Den Griffin.  Nancy A. Skirvin was born 26 November 1874 Clackamas County, and died 1 December 1947.  She married Joseph Grant Mumpower 20 January 1891 and was later divorced.  They had three children, Paul of Portland, OR, L. Veryl of Carver, OR  and Genevieve (Mumpower) Miller of Carver, OR.  Jacob Skirvin's children by his first wife were Enoch born 1854 IA, John born 1857 IA, Mary T. born 1862 IA, Elizabeth born 1862 IA and died 1894 OR, Anna born 1864 OR, and Martha born 1865 OR, died 1899.

After Jacob died, Martha married a third time on 17 June 1877 to Alfred Houck/Howk.  He was born 1817 and died 1896. -They had one child, James Irwin, born 1879 Clackamas County, OR and died 25 March 1934.  He married #1 in 1903, to Maud C. Mauk who died 13 September 1914.  He married #2 Opal Jennings.

Also moving to Oregon from Scotland County, MO where he was born 1844 was William 'Perry Goldsberry, son of Fountain Fox and Elizabeth (Childers) Goldsberry.  William Perry died in Union Co., Oft 20 September 1923.  He married Isabell Adora Scott, daughter of John and Temperence (Brady) Scott.  Isabell was born 28 March 1856 Umpqua Co., OR  and died 15 December 1927 at Portland, OR.  Her second husband was Severine Ryerson.

Children of William Perry and Isabell Goldsberry were two. Elsie Mae was born 25 December 1876 OR and died July 1966 at Vancouver, dark Co., WA.  She married Fred J. Browning who was born 12 June 1866 Cass Co., MO and died 28 May 1944 Portland, OR.  Walter Scott Goldsberry was born May 1892 OR and died 18 February 1925 Portland, OR.  His first wife was Nellie Amanda Brown whom he married 14 December 1902, and who was born 6 December 1885 Alturas Co., ID and died 5 June 1904 Park City, UT.  His second wife was Marie Jane Anderson, born 29 April 1887 Union Co., OR and died 23 June 1954.  Walter .Scott Goldsberry had three children.  Virgil Scott was born 7 June 1908 Union County, OR, died 25 September 1993 Clackamas Co., OR and

Married 25 April 1934 in Klickitat Co., WA to Marjorie Crantford. Pauline May was born 1904 and died 1940 and married James Joseph Kiely, born 21 April 1894 and died 7 January 1977. Walter Stewart" was born. (0 January 1906 Portland, OR and died 22 March 1985 at Beaverton, Washington Co., OR. His wife's name is not known.

Moving from Franklin County, Missouri to Lane County, Oregon was Thomas Griffin Childers who was born 10 July 1810 Pendleton County, Kentucky to William G. and Elizabeth (Graham) Childers. He arrived in Oregon 15 October 1852 and settled his land claim 16 November 185>+. He died 4 September 1885 and is buried at Inman Cemetery, Lane County, Oregon   He was married twice, on 23 November 1831 to Polly Ann Hinton, who was born 25 April 1813 VA, and married second to Nancy J. Mitchell, born 1821 KY, on 14 February 1850. Both marriages were in Franklin County, Missouri. Thomas and Polly had four children. Albert was born 1 April 1835 in Missouri. Henry Marion was born 20 November 1836 MO and died 23 August 1914 Coos County OR. He was in the Oregon Mounted Volunteers in the Indian Wars. He married #1 Sarah Elizabeth Maupin who died 1876. He married #2 Jane Pair in 1883. She died 1885. He married #3 Mrs. Helen Mann-Jackson in 1901. Henry Marion and Sarah Elizabeth had three children. Thomas Lee lived at Bandon, OR and died August 1930. Mary Jane married Henry Fullbright of Richfield, ID. Nancy Alice married (unknown) Ange or Engel. Henry Marion and Jane had a son, Paul, born 2 October 1885 Palouse, WA and died October 1943. His wife was Nora (surname unknown).

Thomas and Polly's third child was Vicrtoria who died 2o April 1917 Crook, OR. The fourth child was Sarah Elizabeth who die 12 January 1886. She married Richard Clayton Richardson, born 1824 Franklin Co., MO, died 19 March 1925 Canyon Co., ID.

Thomas Griffin and Nancy J. (Mitchell) Childers had one child, Emily Lucy. She was born 16 June 1854 OR and died 1886 Burns, Harney Co., OR. She married 14 November 1875 to George W. Maupin. Their children were William Virgil, Amanda Jane who died young, Thomas Boyd, Mary Ann who married (unknown) Riggs and lived at Burns, OR, Nannie Lucinda, and Perry Philip born 11 May 1881 Eugene, OR and died 29 January 1935 Vale, OR, and married 7 June. 1916 to Dorothy Grace Franks.

John Anderson Childers came to Oregon on a wagon train which arrived in Union County 11 September 1864. He was born 29 April 1824 in Grant County, Kentucky, the son of Joseph Henry and Margaret (Conyers) Childers. He moved with his parents to Adams County, Illinois and as an adult to Scotland County, Missouri and then to Oregon, where he died 14 August 1893 in Union County. He married Margaret P. Humphrey, his first wife, 8 January 1852 in Adams County, Illinois. She died 4 January 1857 in Scotland County, Missouri. He married Rachel E. Hudnall in Scotland County 27 January 1858. Rachel was born 7May 1831 VA and died 22 September 1874 Island City, Union Co   OR   She was the daughter of Wilson M. and Martha (surname unknown) Hudnall. Children of John A. and Martha were five. Charles born circa 1859 MO died circa l875. Martha Hudnall Childers was born 23 January 1863 Memphis, Scotland Co., MO and died 22 July 1932 LaGrande/ Union Co., OR.  She married Charles Edmond Golden 2 May 1880 and they had seven children.  Mary Rachel, born 13 July 1581 married #1 (unknown) Utter and #2 (unknown) Caviness. Vernetti Mabel born 8 September 1885 married Archie Brown Conley. John Justice born 6 September 1888 married Margaret Frances Duqqan.  Zoe Hazel born 25 February 1894 married LeRoy Hull. Arthur Edward born 27 November 1895 married Sarah Salisbury. A son was born and died 7 October 1900.  Faye Edmond born 13 August 1906 married Frederick Ferdinand Yeske.

Cora Elizabeth Childers/ daughter of John A.  and Martha, was born 29 April 1865 Island City, OR, died 18 March 1896 at Island City, .and married Henry Arthur Thomas 8 June 1884.  Another daughter, Clara, was born circa 1866 and died 1880 OR.  The fifth child of John A. and Martha, Lulu Adeline Childers/ was born 9 June 1867 and died 22 June 1905 LaGrande, Union Co., OR. She married James Edward Reynolds 15 February 1885.  They had seven children.  Ralph E. married Vesta Kerr 1910 Benton Co., OR.  Jay M. married Minerva Kiger 1912 Benton Co., OR.  Lee Edward married in Union Co., OR  26 December 1916 to Lillian M  Evans.  Earl C. married Frances Smith 19 July 1921.  Joe A., no information known.  Marjorie married (unknown) Christensen. Charles H. born 29 December 1891 Union Co., died 2 September 1970 Union Co., and married Hazel Theison 25 June 1914 Union Co.

John A. Childers took as his third wife Amanda J. See, widow. They had three children.  Joanna was born 4 March 1880 Union Co., and died 13 April 1968 Orleans/ Orange Co., IN.  She married 

Henry Heil, #2 (unknown) Mitchell, #3 Donald A. McLachlen. Nancy E. Childers was born 13 February 1882 Union Co., died 13 November 1904 Union Co., and married 24 August 1898 to Jesse W. -Spencer. Jesse was the son of Joseph Spencer. Jesse died 1937 Montesano/ WA.  His second wife was Virgie Boles, married in 1907.  Grace P. Childers was born 3 October 1885 Union Co., and died 30 March 1963 Union Co.  She married #1 William H. Deal and #2 Edward Streiff.

Amanda Childers was the daughter of James L. and Elizabeth (Moore) Hammock.  She was born 26 April 1848 Wayne Co., IA  and died 9 May\1916 LaGrande, Union Co., OR.  She married George See 1865 in Wayne Co., IA.  He died 1877.  She married John Anderson Childers 6 January 1878.  She married Joseph Weathers 1894.  He was born October 1831 IN and died 1900 OR.  His first wife was Maggie (Blackburn) Weathers who died in 1889.  Their children were Ella. John, Samuel, Edna and Carrie.  Joseph Weathers was one of the first settlers in the Grande Ronde Valley and was a stagecoach driver from Fort Walla Walla to Fort Boise.  Amanda married 6 September 1903 in Pendleton, OR to William T. Grider, son of Waitsville  Grider of LaGrande.  Next she married (unknown) Bryan
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They Came To Missouri

Robert Childers, Jr. and his nephew. William Pryor Childers, were probably the first "of that name to settle in Scotland County, Missouri. In Adams County, Illinois August 20, 1834, Robert Childers made an affidavit for Lewis Buskirk who was applying for a Revolutionary War pension. In 1037 in dark County, Missouri, Robert Childers was on Grand Jury duty.    On the 1850 census, Robert's daughter Martha was listed as having been born in Missouri in 1836. These dates show the areas and years where the Robert Childers family resided.

Robert had gone on a trip through Illinois with his friend and church brother, William Conrad, just to see the country. He liked it and the group of Baptists in Adams County where his relatives had settled. He did not like the infighting which at that time plagued the Williamstown, Kentucky Baptist Church. For this reason, when he returned from the trip to Illinois he made preparations to move his family there. Once arrived, however, he found the infighting had taken hold of the church in Adams County, so he again moved on, this time to Missouri and the area that is now Scotland County.

Robert Childers, Jr. was born 1789 in Campbell (now Grant) County, Kentucky. His parents were Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers who had a farm on Grassy Creek.   Later, Robert Jr., too, owned land on Grassy Creek. He married January 24, 1818 in Pendleton (now Grant) County, Kentucky to Sarah Ann Landrum, daughter of John and Mary (Collins) Landrum, residents of Pendleton/Grant County. Sarah, or Sally as she was called, was born 1800 in Louisa County, Virginia and came to Kentucky with her parents about 1810.

Children of Robert and Sally numbered thirteen. The eldest was a daughter born 1819 and named Mary Collins Childers. She married her cousin, Granville Alien Draper, son of Martin and Susanna Wren (Landrum) Draper, January 1, 1835 at Vervay, Switzerland County, Indiana. Granville was born March 28, 1815 in Pendleton County, Kentucky and died 1888 in Grant County, Kentucky with burial at the Mt. Carmel Cemetery. Mary (Childers) Draper died August 16, 1849 in Missouri, and Granville returned to Kentucky where he married Margaret Ann (Moore) Ratliff IS50 in Grant County. Children of Mary and Granville were Susannah N. born 1836 in Missouri, married October 25, 1854 in Grant County, Kentucky to Richard James Landrum, son of Richard and Elizabeth (Frakes) Landrum; Martin W. Draper born 1838 or '40 in Missouri who married Louisiana Ratliff, daughter of Margaret Ratliff Draper; and Robert and Mary E. Draper, both of whom were born in Missouri and did not live to adulthood.

Second child of Robert and Sally was James Perry Childers who went to Union County, Oregon and can be found in that segment of the Childers family history.

Elizabeth's birth date is not known. She married Fountain Fox Goldsberry, son of Martin and Rhoda (Withers) Goldsberry November 18, 1842 in Scotland County, Missouri. She may have died in childbirth, for a son, William Perry Goldsberry, was born to the couple, and on September 20, 1845 Fountain, a widower, married Mary Smoot.  When grown/ William Perry Goldsberry went to Ore9on. His story will be found in that section.

Sarah Ann/ daughter of Robert and Sally/ was born 1826 in Grant County/ KY. She married William Martin McLain in Scotland Co./ MO 14 October 1841. Later they were divorced. He was born in Kentucky in 1815 but nothing else is known about him. They had

Fifteen children.

Daniel born 1842 Scotland Co., MO, married Cora Lucretia Couch 30 November 1873 in Oregon. Three children predeceased him/ namely Ernest L./ Anna Lee and Una Mildred. Surviving him were Ivan D./ Earl William Henry/ Marvin R./ Argalea and Eva May.

Robert, second child of William Martin and Sarah McLain, was born 19 March 1843 Scotland Co., MO. He died 17 April 1925 and is buried at Lancaster, Schuyler Co., MO. He married 2 March 1868 to Mary Virginia Hale. On the 1880. census he is listed with wife Margaret and children/ Walter born 1879, Riley born 1883 and a female unnamed born 1885 IA.

Elizabeth, eldest daughter of Sarah Ann and William Martin McLain was born 1846 Scotland Co., MO and married 14 June 1865 to Benjamin Goode. James A. and Lucy were twins born December 1849. James died before 1860 and Lucy married a Todd,

Nancy E., sixth child of Sarah Ann and Martin McLain, was born 26 June 1852 Scotland Co., MO and died 22 January 1914 at Burlington, Big Horn County, Wyoming. She married 9 November 1872 in Scotland County to Winfield Scott Myers, son of John Isaac Myers and his second wife, Mary Finley, who was an aunt of Mary Jane Williams who married Robert P. Childers. Children of ^Winfield Scott and Nancy Ellen Myers were Edgar born 14 August 1873, Putnam Co., MO, died 21 March 1949, married 27 June 1906 to Edith Simms; Ella Evaline born 17 September 1874 Putnam Co., MO, died 1958, married 17 September 1893 to George Mailer; Authur Scott Myers born 24 September 1876 Putnam Co, MO, died 21 April 1962 Powell, Park Co., WY, married

25 December 1897 to Elva Sophia Dickenson;' Fred born 13 May 1881 Putnam Co., MO, married 8 December 1901 to Ethel Pearl Shaver; and Harley Vern born 27 May 1892 Callaway, Custer Co., NE, died 24 May 1962, married 7 April 1901 to Edith Johnson.

C. Wallace or Cornwallis was the fourth son of Sarah and'William Martin. He was born 1854 in Scotland Co., MO and died 23 August 1914 Newburg, Oregon. He had a wife named Cora (surname unknown).

Frances was born 1856 Scotland Co./ MO. Rebecca Evalina was born 13 November 1857 Scotland Co./ MO, died 19 September 1924 at Warm Springs, Deer Lodge Co., MT, and married in 1879 to James Henry McGee. Melissa A. born 1859 Scotland Co., MO, married 25 October 1877 to James N. Hadson. Milla C. born 6 August 1860 Scotland Co., married 1 August 1880 Schuyler Co., MO to Alexander M. Pryor, and died 21 July 1925 while on a visit to Lancaster, MO. She is buried at Harrisburg/ OR.

Sterling Price was born to Sarah Ann and William Martin McLain in Scotland Co., MO 3 April 1863 and died 4 July 1928 at Bennington, Kansas. He married Sadie Gravit 5 May 1889 in Schuyler Co., MO. He was a railroad worker for ten years, and later went into the grocery business in partnership with his two sons, Lester and Virgil. He also had two daughters, Beatrice arid Hila.

The three youngest children of Sarah and William Martin McLain were daughters. Mary Bell was born 1866. She married Frank Kirkpatrick and lived at Roife, Iowa. Their children were Lola who married (unknown) Richey and lived at DesMoines, IA, Bula who married (unknown) Chancy and lived at Spencer/ IA, Clell Kirkpatrick of WV/ Fred Kirkpatrick of CA, and Guy who died at age 14.

Julia FT married Frank Stevenson and lived at Olympia, WA. Phebe

H. McLain was born January 1870 and died before 1880.

Robert and Sally had another daughter, name and birth date unknown, who was born before 1830 and died in childhood. Their son, Richard, born in 1829 died enroute to California to look for gold and was buried on the coast of South America circa 1850.

A third son, William Alien Childers, was born to Robert and Sally February 12, 1831 in Grant County. He died March 11, 1885 in Scotland County and is buried at the Memphis Cemetery. He married Ellen Jane Justice, daughter of Joseph and Jane S. Justice, March 30, 1854 in Scotland County. Ellen was born June 6, 1838 in Columbus, Ohio and died in Scotland County February 12, 1904.  She, too, is buried at the Memphis, MO cemetery. Two of their children died in infancy and are buried at Antioch Cemetery in Scotland County, namely Sarah R. born 14 March 1859, died 14 May 1859 and Richard B. born 6 January 1864 died 6 October 1864.

Howard C. Childers, son of William and Ellen, was born February 29, 1856 in Scotland County, where he lived his lifetime. He died July 26, 1932. His wife was Hettie Bryan, a dressmaker, whom he married February 10, 1866. Hettie was born 13 October 1866 and died 9 March 1948. Both are buried at Memphis Cemetery. They had two daughters. Hazel born 10 April 1887 was an invalid and never married; she died 18 December 1966 at the home of her sister in Elgin, Illinois. Mabel was born 4 September 1889 and taught school in Memphis. She married Ray Walter Leedham 27 May 1919 at Memphis, and they later moved to Elgin, where she died 5 September 1978. Shirley Binkowski of AR is a daughter of this couple.

William Henry Childers, son of William and Ellen, was born May 1861 in Scotland County, and he, too, lived there all of his life. On November 11, 1885 he married Ida Eveleth "Eva" Wallace, daughter of Reverend James and Nancy Lenoir (Latimer) Wallace. Rev.. Wallace was minister of the Antioch Church. Eva was born December 11, 1866 in Kentucky and died June 5, 1931. She is buried at the Memphis Cemetery. Reports do not agree where Henry died; the year was 1936, and he was buried at the Memphis Cemetery. Their first child, Leroy Glen Childers, born October 15, 1886 died January'3, 1887. Their second child was Hallie Myrtle, born November 7, 1887 and died 1962 in Scotland County. She married and had a son, Harry, but was later divorced and took her maiden name back.

Other children of Henry and Eva Childers were Charles Melvin, born October 5, 1889 and died October 2, 1970 in Scotland County. Ada Beulah was born March 27, 1892. Floyd Wallace was born June 29, 1895 and died in Scotland County September 30, 1952. Another son, Leo Alien, born September 3, 1897 died November 2 of the same year.'

William and Ellen (Justice) Childers adopted a daughter, Wanda Myers born 1873 in Missouri. No further data on her is known

The eight child born to Robert (Jr.) and Sarah Ann (Landrum) Childers was Rebecca Evalina, born 18 August 1832 Grant Co., KY. She married Macajah Wood 9 March 1848 dark Co., MO and they lived near Fairmount. She died in the fall 1860, for on March 6, 1861 Macajah married Sarah F. Weber. Rebecca Evalina was the mother of three children, James W. born 1851 dark Co., MO, Sarah E. born 1853 and married 1 January 1872 in dark Co. to Francis M. Kreighbaum, -and Martha M. born 1859 and married 24 January 1884 to A. F. Janice.

Robert P. Childers, fourth son of Robert and Sally, was born in 1834 before the twentieth day of August in Grant County, Kentucky. He was less than one year old when his parents set out to migrate to Illinois. February 18, 1857 in Scotland County, Missouri he married Mary Jane Williams, daughter of Thomas and Jane (Finley) Williams who had traveled from Grant County to Missouri in 1852. Mary Jane was born in Grant County in 1839. In the fall of 1871, she and her husband were making sorghum molasses, caught consumption, and died, Robert in January of 1872 and Mary Jane in April of the same year. They left six orphans, the oldest being Walter Scott. Childers, whose story is written in the Lincoln County, Washington segment of the Childers history, Sarah Jane (Childers) McCoy is also listed in the Lincoln County Childers.   The two youngest children, Boon F. Childers and George Finley Childers, are found in the Oregon Childers history.

A daughter, Lucy J., was born to Robert and Mary Jane in 1862.On September 25, 1881, she married William Henry Jeffries, son of William Jackson and Lucretia Jeffries. He was born in 1858 and died 1 December 1881. Lucy was struck by lightning while washing windows and died in late December 1881 or in 1882.

A third daughter, Ida Bell Childers, was born to Robert and Mary Jane July 1, 1863. She lived most of her married life at Allerton, Iowa, but died at Des Moines, Iowa February 8, 1943. She married Cashius Pickney Merritt at Davis City, Iowa August 10, 1884.    He died at Allerton December 9, 1936. They had six children.

Ethel Lucy Merritt was horn July 17, 1885 at Davis City, married dark H. Puckett August ^30 1907 at Portal, North Dakota, and lived in Canada, where she died March 20, 1967 at Davidson, Saskatchewan.

Dwight Leo Merritt was born January 4, 1887 Davis City, and died in 1937. He married Ada Ruth Morton in June 1909,

George Herman Merritt was born December 1, 1890 at Davis City, died October 16, 1969 Clearwater, Florida. He married twice, first to Ruth Lake in Blooming-ton, Illinois, and then in Washington, D. C. to Mary Evans.

William Floyd Merritt, born March 4, 1892 at Davis City, married Ina Belle Kimple January 22, 1914 at Allerton. She died August 1, 1921. He married Edith Wilson McGaheySfcly 16, 1924 at Chillicothe, Missouri. They lived at Osage, Iowa.

Helena Hazel Merritt, born July 29, 1895, was married in 1916 to Walter Lee Parks and lived at Des Moines.

Clarence Childers Merritt, youngest child of Cash and Bell, was born July 27, 1897. He died 1964 at Centerville, Iowa. His first wife was Miriam Priest, -and his second wife, whom he married in 1947, was Lucille Hendershatt.

The tenth child of Robert and Sally Childers was Martha A., whose story will be found in the Oregon segment.

John A Childers was born 1838 to Robert and Sally in Scotland County. The twelfth child of Robert and Sally was George W., who was born in 1841. He was living in Union County, Oregon in 1870.

Katherine Jane, called Kitty, was the youngest child of Robert and Sally. Born May 1842 in Scotland County/ she lived her life there and died 1906. She married Joseph Leonard Barker 22 November 1863. He was the son of Thomas Holeman and Rebecca (Boegle) Barker and was born 18 January 1844 or 1845 in Grant County/ KY. He died 12 June 1917 and is buried with Kitty in Bible Grove Cemetery, Scotland Co./ MO. They had eight children/ one of whom apparently died in infancy.

Robert Thomas Barker, born December 26, 1864, died August 31, 1866. Ermina V. Barker, born 1866, died 1883. Both are buried at Barker Cemetery in Scotland County.

Demus Gale "Dick" Barker was born April 10, 1870 in Scotland County and died March 3, 1960 at Warsaw, Illinois. He married November 27, 1898 in. Hancock County, Illinois to Ruth Eileen Thompson. His second wife was Katherine, surname unknown.

Henrietta, fourth child of Joseph and Kitty Barker, was born November 9, 1872 and named for a cousin Henrietta whose birthday was the same day. She married Thomas Albertus Dye in Scotland County, June 20, 1892. She died November 13, 1942 and is buried at Bible Grove Cemetery.

Sarah N. Barker was born in 1875 and died 1947. She married twice, first to George M. Evans, second to Riley Meeks.    Melinda Jane, the youngest daughter of Joseph and Kitty Barker, was unmarried. John William Barker, born October 21, 1885, died June 21, 1970. His wife was Eva Myrtle Palmer, who was born June 22, 1886. He is buried at Bible Grove Cemetery.

Joseph Childers, son of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers was born in Virginia circa 1780 to 1785. He served in the War Of 1812. In Kentucky he married Mary J. "Polly" Landrum/ daughter of John and Mary •(Collins) Landrum and sister to Sally who married Joseph's brother Robert Childers. When the mother died/ about 1820/ Polly and Joseph became guardians of her two younger brothers. About 1829 they were granted leave from the Williamstown/ KY Baptist church and went to Marion County/ IN and then to dark Co./ MO. Polly's brothers had reached adulthood by this time and returned to Kentucky. Joseph died in 1833 of cholera on a boat trip to New Orleans and is buried at Vicksburg MS.

The exact number and names of Joseph and Polly's children are not known. John Pryor Childers was born 1816 in Pendleton County, KY and married Eliza Jane Chinn 1836 in Marion County, Indiana. Their children were John R., Mary E.,

-Julia A., Eliza J., James Prior, C. F. a son, Robert G., Sadie A., Catherine C. and Maggie.

Sarah Alien was born 1813 in Pendleton County, and died January 1, 1895 at Hood River, Oregon. She married William Buskirk, son of Lawrence and Mary Ann (Norton) Buskirk, in Adams County, Illinois 22 July 1840. William was born April 1, 1820 in Pendleton County and died February 18, 1901 at Hood River. He was a farmer. They had eight children. William Henry was born 1842 in dark County, Missouri and died 1925 in Oregon. He was unmarried. John Pryor Buskirk was born 1843 in dark County, and died in 1922. His wife was Ann Vertries, whom he married December 23, 1875 in Lewis County, Missouri. Two children died in infancy. Two, Lewis Stephen "Lee" and Stella Mac, lived to adulthood.

George Washington Buskirk was born 1845 in dark County and died, unmarried, 1866 of cholera in Little Rock, Arkansas.

Stephen Oliver Buskirk was born 30 May 1849 in dark County, Missouri and died 21 December 1915 in Indianapolis, Indiana. He married Mary "Dixie" LeFavre who was

born 4 September 1861 in Canada and died 9 February 1893 at St. Joseph; MO. Lorlei Keep Metke of Vancouver, WA descends from this line.

James Robert Buskirk, 1847-1926, married Sarah A. Walker in dark CO. 7 April 1878. Mary Catherine, called "Kate", was born in 1856 and married William H. Arnold. Martha Ann, called "Mattie", was born in dark Co. 1858 and died at Portland, OR 1948. She married Audubon Winans 1884 in Lewis County, Missouri. Peter A., born 1860 died about 1863.

The second known son of Joseph and Polly Childers is Robert L^aa Childers, born

8 November 1821 Grant County, KY. He married Mary Macarma in dark County, MO

2 May 1844, and is thought to have lived in Knox County, MO. They had seven known

children but only of Joseph, born October 1855, is a spouse known. He married

Addie Windsor/ who was born December 1865 in OH. Other children of Robert and Mary Childers were Mary E. born 1845, Martha J. born 1847, Sarah A. born 1849 < Ann E. born 1852, Orpha L. born 1858 and John L. born 1860.                                         •

Oliver Perry Childers was born 1824 to Joseph and Polly Childers in Grant County KY. He married his first wife, Catherine Sickles, 3 December 1850.    She was born 1825 in New York and died 1869 in Missouri, and was daughter of Daniel and Catherine Sickles. After her death, Oliver Perry Childers married Malinda, surname unknown. A son of Oliver Perry and Catherine was George Guy/ born 14 March 1853 or 1855, who married Cordelia Wood 27 December 1880. Cordelia, 1865 - 1915/ was the daughter of Richard Julian and Sarah M. (McKee) Wood. The children of G. Guy and Cordelia were John Julian/ Lapsley McKee and George G. Childers

Other sons of Oliver Perry and Catherine Childers were Albert D born 1857 and Francis E. born 1859, both born in dark County, Missouri.

Martha Ann daughter of Joseph and Polly Childers was born in Marion County Indiana in 1832. She married John M. Eakin in Clark County, Missouri 6 February l851 They had two children, Joanna and William M. Eakin. John M. Eakin died February 1859 in Clark County, Missouri

A son of Joseph and-Polly, Joseph Jackson Childers, is thought to have died 1834 in Clark County, Missouri. It is possible the couple had other children, also.

Sarah Childers, daughter of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) was born 1796 in Virginia, although some census records list her as born in Kentucky. Her parents did not move to Kentucky until about 1792. She married James J. Thomas, son of Thomas Thomas and wife, thought to be Susan Woodlief, 21 March 1805 in Pendleton County, KY. They moved to Adams Co., IL about 1830 and to Cass Co., MO by 1860. James Thomas was born 1778 in Virginia. His and Sally's death dates are unknown at this time, as are some of the names of their children.

Their oldest child, Thomas Thomas, Jr. was born 1806 in Pendleton County, KY. He married Joana C. Masterson 6 February 1828 in Grant County, KY. After her death, he married Nancy S. (McCutcheon) Simpson, widow of George Simpson. Their children were Elizabeth who married F. F. Freeman, Sarah F. who married Samuel M. Simpson, Mary A. who married William Dores, James M., Zarelda J. who married James W. Gregg, Jorena, Nancy J. who married Mike Jordan, Ann Margaret who married John A. Tyler, nephew of 0. T. Tyler of Texas, and America E. They lived in Cass County.

Robert Thomas, son of James and Sally (Childers) Thomas, was born 27 August 1807

At Williams town, then in Pendleton County, Kentucky. He died 2 March 1888 at Carthage, Hancock County, Illinois. He married Rebecca Thompson at Pay son, Adams County, Illinois 6 May 1830. Rebecca was born 16 April 1814 at Edwardsville, Madison County, Illinois and died 22 April 1888 at Carthage, IL. Their children, all born in Adams County, IL, were Melvina Jane who married James Guthrie Johnson, Melissa, William J. who married Susan C. Yates and was killed in the Civil War, Mary E. who married J. C. Yates, Robert M. and wife Sarah, Hellen E. who married Wilbur F. Wilcox, Charles M. and wife Mary, and George W.

Joseph Thomas, son of Sally and James Thomas, was married December 1829 in Adams Co., IL to Martha Buskirk, daughter of Lewis Buskirk and his second wife, Sarah Berry Doughty or Doty. Their children were Sarah A., John L., Andrew J., James H., Nancy J., William S., Catherine P., Jospeh, Stephen 0., and Charles R.» all of whom were born in Illinois.

William Pressley Thomas, son of Sally and James, was married in Grant County, KY 16 January 1831 to June Lockhart. He died circa 1840 in Lewis County, Missouri. Their children were James H., Mary Jane and Pressley Ann Thomas.

Rebecca E. Thomas who married Willis Banks 10 March 1830 in Grant County, KY is also thought to be a daughter of Sally and James Thomas. John J. Thomas, blacksmith, who had wife Priscilla and sons John W. and Jefferson, may be a son of Sally and James Thomas. They may also be parents of James Thomas (Jr.) who resided in Adams Co., IL circa 1840.

James P. Childers, youngest child of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers, was born 1805 Pendleton County, Kentucky. He married his cousin, Susannah Huffman, daughter of William and Sarah (Childers) Huffman, 14 April 1825 Grant County, KY. Susannah was born 1808 in KY and died 10 December 1872 Franklin County, Missouri. Not all children of James P. and Susannah are known. Mahala at age 14 on 13 February 1840 married James Anderson and died soon after. He married Sarah E. Ferguson and had eight children by 1850. A second daughter of James and Susannah was Clarissa Jane, born 1829 Grant County, KY and married 18 February 1847 Franklin County, MO to Clayton Blackwell.

Other children of James and Susannah were Sarah born 1830, James borTi 1832, Henry born 1843 and Thomas born 1846.

Elizabeth S. Childress, born 6 June 1811, was the oldest child of John P. and Catherine (Ament) Childress. Her first husband was James H. Gunnell whom she married 14 February 1814 in Pendleton County and by whom she had one son, W. h. Gunnell born 1834. She was divorced 3 October 1844. Her second husband was Jacob Fetters whom she married 2 June 1848 in Scotland Co., MO. They had a daughter/ Liza Fetters, who married James F. Meyers. Jacob Fetters died 16 July 1850. Elizabeth married Martin Thompson 4 June 1876 in Scotland County, MO. She died 13 October 1899.

Robert Harvey, oldest son of John P. Childers, was born 28 July 1814 in KY and died 24 December 1838 at LaGrange, Lewis County, Missouri.

John Milton Childress, son of John P. and Catherine (Ament) Childress, married Nancy Conyers September 1839, Waterloo, Missouri. John M. Childress was born in Kentucky 18 January 1816 and died at Canton, Lewis Co., MO 15 March 1866. He is buried at the Wyaconda Baptist Church Cemetery near Canton, MO. Nancy Conyers was born 12 April 1823 in Kentucky and died 29 September 1860 at Fairmont, MO. John M. Childers remarried 23 May 1861 to Elizabeth Cooper at Wyaconda, Missouri.

Newton, son of John M. and Nancy Childress, was born 2 November 1840 at Waterloo, Clark Co., MO, and died 31 January 1935 at Canton, Lewis Co., MO. He married twice, first to Mary A. Suter 1 November 1860 and secondly to Sarah E. Scott 5 July 1866. Sarah was born 6 March 1843 and died 21 September 1901. Newton served in the Civil War under Gen. Sterling Price. Newton's children were Clarence C. born 19 June 1869,Florence born 1871, Eugene born 31 July 1881 Cora called "Cosie" and Clay.

Edna Childress, born 3 March 1842, was the second child of John M. and Nancy Childress. She married Abner Phillips 30 November 1862 in Clark Co., MO.   Third child was Sarah Katherine, named for her two grandmothers and born 8 February 1844 MO, died 4 April 1897 Deloit, Iowa. She married in Clark Co., MO 13 July 1861 to James T. Turner.

Robert Harvey Childress, son of John M. and Nancy, was named for a deceased paternal uncle. \He was born 2 September 1846 in Clark Co., MO, and married at Vail, Iowa to Sarah L. Botts, daughter of Ben and Martha (Lincoln) Botts. He lived in Crawford County, Iowa.

Nancy Ann, daughter of John M. and Nancy Childress, was named for her mother and a paternal aunt. She was born 10 September 1848 in Clark Co., MO, and died 7 May 1924. She married George  Armour 12 November 1871, and after he died she married James T',-.-.Tumer 21 December 1897. George Armour died 2 September 1889 and James Turner died 1907. Nancy had ten children.

John Milton Childress, Jr. was born 16 June 1850 in MO and died 26 July 1931 at Deloit, Crawford County, IA. He married 5 October 1874 in Lewis County, MO to Charlotte E. Botts, daughter of Ben and Martha (Lincoln) Botts and sister to Sarah. Their children were Charles Tilden born 1876, Martha Conyers born 1879, Amy Blanche, Harry Milton born 1882, Elsie Mabel, Robert Harvey born 1886, Josephine and Charlotte Lois.

James Fenly, son Of John M. and Nancy Childress, was born 12 June 1852 and died 8 September 1919. He married 25 October 1875 to Mary A. Stephens, daughter of James C. and Margaret F. (Ellis) Stephens. Mary was born 1854 at LaGrange, Lewis Co., W, and died 4 March 1939 at Canton, Lewis Co., MO.   They had two daughters and a son. Lillie May, born 18 February 1879 Lewis Co., MO, died 21 July 1970, Quincy, Adams Co., IL, and married Clarence H. Smith 18 January 1900.   Lena Belle married Homer Zowell. The son died in infancy.

The four youngest children of John M. and Nancy (Conyers) Childress were Mary born 4 December 1854 and died 10 December 1854, William Pryor born 2 December 1855 and died 30 March 1856, Victoria born 10 May 1857 and died 7 July 1864, ^and Clay born 2 February 1860 Clark Co., MO, moved to Oakland, California.

William Pryor Childress, nephew of Robert Childers, Jr., birth date accompanied his uncle Robert to Scotland Co., MO to settle and birth date take up farming. William Pryor was the son of John P. and birth date Catherine (Ament) Childress and was born in Pendleton Co., birth date KY 13 October 1817. He died 24 September 1891 in Scotland County and is buried at birth date the Campground Cemetery. He married in Scotland County, 2 February 1845 to Melissa birth date

Justice, daughter of Solomon and Dorothy Justice. Melissa was born 6 February birth date1820 near Columbus, Franklin County, Ohio, and died 1 May 1903 in Scotland Co., MO.

A son of William Pryor and Melissa was John S. born 9 November 1845 and died 22 March 1849 Scotland Co., MO. Melissa J. was born 1846 and married 27 January 1870 to William E. Greene in Scotland County, William P., Jr. was born 6 August 1849 and died 1-9 December 1849 Scotland Co.

A second daughter, Henrietta E., was born to William P. and Melissa 9 November 1850 and died 11 September 1901 in Scotland County, MO. She married 28 December 1873 to William Duncan Briggs, who was born 3 May 1845 in Illinois and died 20 December 1937 Scotland County, MO. Their children were Thomas Hubbard. Laura, Bessie, Artie Acton who married Wallace C. Perry, Mamie Annie M Benjamin, Sadie F., and William Pryor Briggs.

John W. born 1852 or 1853 to William Pryor and Melissa died 8 Jul/ 1919 in Fresno County, California. He married twice to Lucy Priscilla Dollarhide 3 October 1878 in Merced, California, and after a divorce in Scotland County MO 15 February 1890, they were married 26 October 1890 in Scotland County. They had four or more children, including William M. born 1879 and Joe born circa 1894.  Lucy (Dollarhide) Childress died 24 October 1926 Fresno County, California.

Other children of William P. and Melissa were Minerva born 25 December 1855, married C. C. Fogle 20 November 1870 Scotland Co. Sarah born 1853; Cicero A. born October 1861, married in Scotland Co. 4 November 1885 to Lula Carter and moved to Yakima,  Washington in 1905; Edwin born 26 December 1866, died 21 March' 1869 in Scotland Co.; Daisy born 1869; Alice C. born February 1871, married William M. Smiley 24 November 1886 Scotland Co.,;   and Grace E. born February 1874, married J. E. Kincheloe of Liberty, Missouri 27 February 1907.

Henry Thomas Childress, son of John P. and Catherine, was born 26 June 1823 in KY, died 5 August 1902 Scotland Co., MO and is buried at Dover Church Cemetery. He married Aicinda Smoot, daughter of John and Sarah Smoot, 14 December 1848 in Scotland County, MO. Aicinda was born 3 July 1828 in Virginia and died 4 March 1894 Scotland Co. Their children were Helen born 1849, John born 1850, Oscar born 1853, Catherine Alice born 1857 and died 1936, married William Albert Howard 1 Feb1883 Scotland County, MO and moved to Montana and Canada. Josiah born 1858 and died 23 July 1881 Scotland County, MO, Harvey W. born Oct 1860, married Lucinda Prough 26 Jun 1890 Scotland County, MO. Fannie D. born June 1861 died 10 March 1862. William M born Feb 1864 or 5, died Oct 1936 and married Ayra W. Priest 24 Dec 1889 Scotland County, MO. James born 5 Jul 1867 and Minnie born Aug1869

Ayra W. (Priest) Childress was the daughter of John M. and Rhoda (Downing) Priest and was born 7 Nov 1868 in Missouri and died August 10, 1932. William and Ayra had seven children. Violet Katherine and Warren Priest Childress were twins, born 18 Mar 1891. Violet married Omar L. Cain, son of Amstead and Martha Washington  (Whalen) Cain 22 January 1911 Scotland Co., and died in St. Maries, Idaho 2 Feb. 1925 Warren Priest married Nellie Clair Waide 6 December 1917 and lived at Downing, MO where he died 6 April 1968. Their children were Warren Priest Childress Jr.  who married Bina Lou Jackson, Jewell Emogene who married L. W. Page/ William Forest, Wilfred Leroy and Mary Nell.

Other children of William M. and Ayra Child«rs were Ruthe B. born August 1893, William Milton born October 1895, Rhoda C. born March 1898, Helen and June, who married 31 October 1923 in St. Maries, ID to Jesse Franklin Easterday.

Jeremiah Harmon Childress, son of John P. and Catherine (Ament) Childress, was born 10 March 1827 Pendleton County, KY and died 8 December 1908 Scotland Co., MO. In Scotland Co., 22 February 1854, he married Mary Arm Fetters, born November 1835 or 6/Starke County, Ohio, daughter of Jacob Fetters.    Their oldest child, John Jacob Childress, was born 1855 in Missouri. Twins, Napoleon and Catherine were born January 1858. . Napoleon died young or unmarried. Catherine married a man sumame Mayfield and was a widow in 1900. William Thomas Childress was born 1859 or 60 and died 1889. He was a minister and had one son, Earl.

Louisa B. Childress, daughter of Harmon and Mary Ann/ was born 30 June 1862, died 4 April 1900, and married in Scotland" Co., MO to Samuel B. Harris 5 October 1885. He was born 19 August 1856 and died 4 May 1926 in Scotland County, MO. They had six children.

Alice, daughter of   Harmon and Mary Ann Childress, was born 1864. Jeremiah, called "Bud" was born 30 December 1866 and died 25 June 1955. He married 1895 in Kansas to Louise (Anstatt) Baker, a widow. They had one son, Lloyd Emerson Childress, called "Jack", born 24 June 1902   Scotland Co., MO, and died there 18 May 1973.  His wife was Eyvonne Fryrear.  They are the parents of Harold Childress of Memphis, MO.

The youngest children of Harmon and Mary Ann Childress were James born February, 1869 and died 18 February 1904; Nora born 1871 died young: Caleb born 16June 1876 died the next day; and Joshua, called “Dump” had a wife named Bertha.

Silas Childers, son of Harmon and Sally (DeHart) Childers And grandson of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers, was born In Grant County Kentucky and moved to Clinton County, Missouri and then to Buchanna County, Missouri and then to Buchannan County, Missour. His wife was Vina or Vanna, surname unknown. Their to oldest children, Perry born 1845 and William Born 1848, were born in Kentucky. Sally was born 1850. Those born in Missouri were Woodford born 1853, Newton born 1859 Benjamin born 1862 Mattie born 1867 and Ana born 1868. Family tradition states that Silas fought for the Confederates in the Civil War.   Also in this war was Silas' brothers/ Newton in the Confederacy and Woodford and Warren in the Union army. All four are said to have been in the Battle of Antietam. So far I have found no records to prove or disprove this.

Squire Perry Childers, son of Joseph H. and Mary (McClone) Childers was born 19 August 1834 in Adams County, Illinois and died 13 October 1914 in Scotland Co., MO. Squire Perry Childers married twice. He and Nancy Minerva Gunn were.married in Scotland County 1 January 1865. After she . died he married Mary Jane Johnston. She was born 9 March 1852 in Canada and died 17 March 1913.

Children of Minerva were Claudia born 1865, died 6 May 1876; Joseph A. born January 1868, died 1941 and had wife Sallie; Millie Minerva born January 1870, died 1943, married William Suter 3 October 1887 Scotland Co., MO. Children by Mary were Nellie Lee born January 1881, died 1965, married William A. Forrester; Blanche born 18 August 1883 died 9 December 1884 Scotland Co.,; Hugh Perry bon Nov. 1885, died 1974, married Amy McClamroch; and Robert Ernest born 21 January 1888, died 10 April 1977 Scotland Co., MO, married 1 Nov. 1915 at Kahokia, MO to Edna Matlick.

Richard Childers, son of Joseph and Mary (Hicks or Hix) Childers, was born 3 October 1818 in Virginia, and died 17 March 1890 at Unionville, Putman County, Missouri. Richard's first wife was Elizabeth Patrick, whom he married 28 January 1838 in Decatur County, Indiana. Their sons Robert P. and Benjamin, born 1839 and 1841 respectively, died young. Mary E. born 7 Jul (843, married Lewis Bradshaw 25 July 1860. Henry Hudson, born 28 May 1847 Decatur Co, IN, died 27 January 1892 at Lemons, Missouri. He was a Union Army veteran. He married Lydia Black 9 January 1867.         .

Richard Childers took as. his second wife Elizabeth Black, born 1 September 1831 Shelby County, Kentucky and died 21 February 1907 at Uninonville, Putman County, MO.  Their children were Rebecca J. born 4 August 1854; twins Andrew and Amy born 17 November 1856 and may have died young; Sarah A. born 1858 and married Joe Smith; William Olive Terrel born 1861 at Unionville/ died at Torrington/ WY/ married March 1883 at Lemons, MO to Angeline McNaab. James Wesley was born 22 March 1863 at Unionville, died 8 August 1940 at Lemons, and married Mary Etta Cutting 22 March 1894. Joseph Warren Childers born 6 October 1865, Richard Childers born 1868 at Unionville/ MO and Calvin Bentley Childers born 23 October 1873 at Unionville complete the family. Calvin Bentley Childers was named after the Reverend Calvin Bentley who was Richard Childers' brother-in-law. Calvin Bentley Childers married Cecelia Calkin 1896 at Green City, Missouri and died 1958 at Bentonville, Arkansas. Calvin Bently and Cecelia are parents of Virgil Childers who lives at Granger, Washington.

William Meredith Childers, son of Joseph and Mary (Hicks or Hix) Childers, was born about 1824 in Kentucky. He died 9 December 1895 in Missouri. Me married 12 October 1843 in Ripley County, Indiana to Elizabeth Verguson, daughter of Jesse and Melinda Verguson.  Elizabeth was born about 1825 in Ripley County and died 5 November 1909 in Missouri.  Their children were Reuben 0., born 1847 in, John, Marietta, and Eliza Jane who married Thomas Kerr and moved to The Dalles, Oregon by covered wagon.  When one of the horses died after leaving Idaho, they had to use the milk cow in harness to help pull the wagon and finish the trip. Other children of William Meredith and Elizabeth Childers were William Martillis, Meredith, and Silas born 25 November 1844 in Decatur Co.  Silas was a veteran of the Civil War.  He married Mary E. Hiney 21 January 1866 at Unionville, MO.
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They Came To Kentucky

Robert Childres traveled. With a Baptist Church group to re-establish . A church on the Dry Ridge between the Kentucky and Licking Rivers in Woodford County/ KY in 1791. Their sponsor was a Baptist Church in Culpeper Co./ VA but there is no evidence that Robert Childres lived in Culpeper County. He did live in Greenbrier Co. VA. There may have been no church in Greenbrier that would, or could, sponsor them and they had to take their case to the Culpeper church, Robert Childres was one signer of the covenant and moved his family to what is now Grant County, Kentucky. He is listed on the tax reports of Bourbon Co., KY in 1792. I 1795 Robert Childres, Henry Childers/ William Arnold and John Pryor all received land deeds recorded in Harrison Co., KY. The lands of the two Childers and Arnold abutted each other. There is no proven relationship between then except that the three had wives surnamed Pryor. Relationship of the wives to each other and to John Pryor have not been proven. Again, there is no evidence that Robert lived in Harrison County. Perhaps it was easier to travel there from the adjacent county.

In 1798 when his farm was in Campbell Co., KY Robert served in the county militia/which came to be called the "Cornstalk Militia" because the recruits had not enough rifles for every man and some were given cornstalks to shoulder and aim as if they were actual guns.

Increasing population in Kentucky caused several boundary changes which Robert Childres underwent until Grant County was established in 1820. Robert's farm was on the Grassy Creek watershed east of the ridge which runs through Grant County.

Robert Childres was the son of Henry and Susannah (Goolsby) Childers- and was born in Amherst County, Virginia about 1762. He was married in Amherst County by the Baptist minister. Reverend Benjamin Coleman, 27 March 1783. His wife, Nancy Pryor, was the daughter of F. Nicholas Pryor of Amherst County, where she was born 176^. She died 1820 in Grant County, Kentucky. Robert married again, 27 June 1822 to Nancy Coleman, probably a widow, She died before 1830, when Robert was listed on the census as the lone inhabitant of his household He died in 1831.      .                                   .

Robert's ten children are named in a deed he registered in Grant County, Kentucky 1822, wherein he gave, or sold for $1.00, his estate to his children, thus ensuring that his property would go to his children and not be a part of the estate of his" second wife. On this deed he spelled the name Childres.

William H., called "Hatter", was born in Virginia 1784, and died 12 December 1853 in Grant County, KY. He married Elizabeth Taylor 20 March 1806, Pendleton County, KY. She was the daughter of Robert and Betty Taylor and was born 1785 on the Atlantic Ocean. She died 5 April 1853. There is evidence that they had at least seven children, but not all facts are documented. The oldest child was thought to be Marinda, born circa 1807, married John P. Thomas 19 July 1825. She died before 12 November 1840, when John Thomas married his second wife, Margaret Ferguson. She in turn, married 10 November 1853, after the death of John Thomas, to H. H. Hand. John P. Thomas was the son of Thomas Thomas and brother of James J. Thomas whose" family is written into the Missouri segment of this Childers family tree. Children of Marinda (Childers) Thomas were Marilla C. who married Daniel H. Childers 1843

Narcissus Ann born circa 1836 who married Richard Lucas, and Ann Marias E. born about 1834 who married Thomas J. Nichols. John P. Thomas had three children by Margaret, Sarah E., Thomas H. and Cordelia.

Second child of Hatter and Betty Childers was Marella, born 27 April 1809, and married Elijah Billeter, a minister of the Primitive Baptist Church, 24 January 1833 in Grant County, Kentucky. Elijah was born 1 December 1811 in Stokes County, North Carolina, son of Mark and Mary or Polly (Owens) Billeter. He died 8 October 1878 in Grant County, Kentucky. Elijah and Marella had a son John Wesley Billeter^ born 1841 who was also a minister. He married first Susan Catherine Rennaker and second Martha Ann Childers, daughter of Joshua and Amanda (Vance) Childers. Marella and Elijah had daughter Sythia born 1835, died 1865 and, Elizabeth born 1848.

Third child of Hatter and Betty Childers was Lucy, born circa 1815. Her first husband was Westly Childers whom she married in Grant County/ KY 28 September 1833.  They were members of the Williamstown Particular Baptist Church and Westly served as deacon in 1841.  H® died in November 1842. Lucy's second husband was James B. Smith, whom she married.2 June 1852. He was born 1822 in Bourbon County, Kentucky. "Westly and Lucy were parents of three children. Elizabeth was born 1834 in Grant Co., and died before 1901. She married Thomas R. Blackburn, who was born 1830 in Harrison County, Kentucky, 25 March 1852. William Harrison Childers was born 1840 near Dry Ridge in Grant Co., was made a prisoner during the Civil War, and clerked in the store of his uncle, Squire Lucas. He married Louisa Simon, daughter of Francis-Simon and they had five children, Lutie married E. J. Alcoke, Etta married Robert Fletcher who was Vice President of Illinois Central Railroad and President of the Association of American Railroads, Frank W. of Houghton, MI, Willie and Mabel. A daughter, Westly Ann was born to Westly and Lucy 1841, She died before 1901.

Mary Childers, daughter of Hatter and Betty, was born 1814 and married 7 November 1833 in Grant County to Squire Lucas, .son of Richard and Sarah D. Lucas. Squire was born 1810 in Kentucky and died 1873 at Williamstown in Grant County. He was a merchant at Dry Ridge and was county sheriff in 1850. This couple had six daughters, Martha E. born 1836, Elizabeth E. born circa 1837, Mary Louisa born 1840, Adeline E. born 1844 who married James P. Webb 6 February 1866, Queen Victoria who was born 1848. And married a Coombs, and Prudence M. who was born 1550.

Hatter and Betty had two sons.' The eldest; name unknown; may have died young. The youngest, William J. Childers was born 1823. He married in Grant County 6 August 1848 to Mary Landrum, daughter of Boswell and Sally (Frakes) Landrum. William died December 1862. Sarah E. was born to this couple 1849 in Grant" County, where she died before 29 March 1867. Laura Jane, born 1850/ married 16 April 1868 at Williamstown/ Grant County/ KY to William Francis Tully/ born 1834 or 1835 to Dr. John Wesley Tully Sr. and wife Cassandra Arnold/ daughter of William and Lucy (Pryor) Arnold. Laura's second marriage was to Martin V. Simmons 10 July 1914.

Amanda Alice Childers was born 1852 and married 26 February 1874 in Grant Co./ KY to A. W. Boyce. He was born in 1844. Augusta Ann Childers was born 1 June 1853 and died 10 June 1928 in Grant Co./ KY. She married 14 June 1870 to Charles William Barnes, son of Charles Wesley and Gooly (Conrad) Barnes. Charles William • was born October 1850 and died 1939. They had two Sons/ E. Forest born 5 March 1874 and died 3 February 1967/ and married Ada Ransom, daughter of William and America (Landrum) Ransom. Louis Barnes/ born June 1880/ died 16 January 1975/ married Stella Ashcraft/ daughter of Asa and Edmonia (Frakes) Ashcraft.

Susan Jane Childers, born 24 September 1854, died young. Marilla Louise Childers born 5 February 1856 married J. D. Sebree and was living in Georgetown, KY in 1903. William Merion Childers was born 7 June 1858. On the 1900 census Mary (Landrum) Childers declared she had a total of seven children four of whom were living. The three who predeceased her were probably Sarah/Susan Jane and William Merion.               ...

Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers' second child was a daughter, Sally whose story will be found in the Missouri segment, along with those of her younger brothers, Joseph, Robert Jr. and James P. Childers.

John P. Childers, second son of Robert and Nancy, was born 4 March 1787 in VA and lived in Pendleton County, KY, four miles from Falmouth on Short Creek Bottom. Go, was a farmer, but also served as county coroner. His first wife, whom he married in Bourbon County, KY 8 August 1810, was Catherine Ament, daughter of Philip Ament, Revolutionary War soldier. She was born 18 April 17871 in PA and   ^ died 27 May 1834 in Pendleton County. John married ELiza Asbury 29 August 1834. She was the daughter of Henry Asbury and was born 1810 in Virginia. She survived her husband. John had twelve children, the youngest being James Fenly son of Eliza.  James was born 18 April 1836 and died 12 December 1844 in Pendleton County.

Six children of John and Catherine went to Missouri. They were Elizabeth Gunnell, John Milton Childers, John Milton Childers, Robert Harvey Childers. Thomas Harvey Childress and Jeremiah Harmon Childress Their stories will be found in the Missouri segment.

Philip G. Childers was born to John and Catherine circa 1820. He married Amanda Wheatley, daughter of Daniel Wheatley, 16 February 1847 in Bourbon County, KY. Amanda was born circa 1824 in KY. They were parents of Susan born 1848, Catherine born 1849, Caroline born 1850, James H. born 27 August 18'52 and died 4 June 1972, and John born 1854. Caroline became the second wife of William Isrig of Bourbon Co., KY 17 October 1876. William: was the son of William and Letitia (Reid) Isrig and was born 13 June 1843 in Bourbon County, KY. A son born to Philip and Amanda died 28 January 1856, twelve days old.

Nancy, second daughter of John and Catherine Childers was born 30 May 1821 and died 25 July 1822. A third daughter, named Nancy Ann was born circa 1825. She married her first husband, Richard Myers, 13 August 1841 in Pendleton County. She apparently had a stormy time in life, for in 1855 John P. Childers on behalf of his daughter, Nancy, sued Mitchell Dance for assault and battery. Nancy married James Tillet 28 September 1856 in Pendleton County. Nancy's children were John P. Myers who was born 1843, Richard F. Myers born 1847, Missouri Myers born 1849 in Scotland County, MO and married Jacob Ecklar 20 September 1866 in Pendleton Co., Catherine Myers born in MO who married John Ecklar 17 November 1867 in Pendleton County, and Nancy Tillet born 1858 Pendleton County, and died there before December. 1872. John and Eliza, grandparents, were raising infant Nancy. Nancy Ann, the mother, was in Christian County, KY 1870 and committed to an institution.

Other children of John and Catherine Childers were Benjamin, born about 1831 and died probably before 1834. Frank B. Childers was born 1 April 1831 Pendleton Co., and a license was issued for him to marry Margaret Johnson 2 October 1855 in Pendleton County. Living in the household of John and Eliza in 1870 were Margaret Childers with children Melissa born 1857, Amanda born 1859, Harvey born 1863 and Morgan born 1865. Edward Harvey Childers born 19 March 1863 at Morgan, Pendleton 'County, KY, died at Point deLuce, Arkansas 18 March 1813. He married Sarah Elizabeth Shackelford, daughter of Ambrose Grayson and Mary Jane (McGraw) Shackeford. She was born 1870 and died November 1854 at Point deLuce. Frank's') next marriage was to Josephine Maxwell 9 November 1871. Josephine died 25 September 1879. She had one daughter who died in infancy. Frank next married Lillie Halley of Kentucky and they had one daughter, Josephine W. Lillie died 10 November 1885. Frank's last marriage was to Mattie Raines 15 January 1888. Mattie was born 13 March 1859 in Gentry Co., MO. Frank B. Childers died 6 February 1892 Arkansas County, Arkansas.

John P. Childers died in the latter part of 1870. The widow, ELiza, refused to accept the will and administration of the estate, several granddaughters joined in the dispute, and the estate was hotly contested in the courts.

Goolsby Childers was born to Robert and Nancy 31 January 1790 in Virginia. He went to Illinois and Texas, where he died in Coryell County circa 1853. His first wife was Mary Elizabeth Thomas, daughter of Thomas Thomas and sister of James Thomas who married Goolsby's sister. Sally, and went to Missouri. They were married 22 January 1812 in Bourbon County. Betsy Thomas was born 19 May 1797 in Nottaway County, Virginia and died circa 1840 at Caldwell, Burleson County, TX. In 1852, Goolsby married Mrs. Sarah Alien in Bell County, TX. Goolsby is credited

With being a soldier in the War of 1812 and the Black Hawk War. He was known as Captain Goldsby Childers, a corruption of his actual name, Goolsby.

Goolsby and Betsey had eleven children. Thomas, born 20 July 1813 Pendleton Co., KY died at the Fails of the Brazos 4 March 1836. A younger brother, James Franklin born 11 February, 1818 in Pendleton Co., was killed by Indians near Fort Griffin in Milam County, TX 7 January 1837. Robert, born 21 November 1815 in Pendleton Co., died 17 May 1895 at Temple, Bell County, TX. He married Sarah Adeline Moore 1 August 1840 in Milam County, TX. She was born 21 April 1825 in Alabama and died 4 September 1911 at Maud, Oklahoma. Their children were Thomas P. born 1847, died 1913 in OK, married 15 November 1871 to Lou Elizabeth Lancaster.   Eudora born 23 December 1852, died 30 December 1873 at Temple, and was married to M. A. Williams'. Robert Edgar, born 11 June 1855, died 7 August 1939 and is buried at Temple. He married Sally Webb Coleman 7 February 1878. Logic Pierce was born 1857 and Joseph Gray was born 20 September 1861.  He died 7 October 1940 and was married to Josephine Anna Simmons.  The youngest child of Robert and Adaline was William Childers.

The oldest daughter of Goolsby and Betsy Childers was Catherine, born 11 April 1820 in Pendleton County, and died 1872 in Coryell County, TX. She married in 1836 to Edward Lawrence Stickney, a lawyer, born 1816 in Maryland and died in Mobile, Alabama. Their children were Richard, Mary E. born 1839 who married Hon. John P. Key, James Franklin born 1848, Hannah who married James Sargent and died at Hamilton, TX, Buna C. born 1844, died 1896, married Hon. Crockett M. King, .'William H. born 1840, Lydia born 1842 and Elizabeth Wood born 1849.

Pryor Childers was born to Goolsby and Betsy 5 March 1822 in Grant County, KY. He died 1869 in Milam or Coryell Co., TX. He and Julia Friley were married in 1851 in Milam Co. She was born 1830 in TX, and died after 1870. Her parents were Hiram and Elizabeth (Bowlin) Friley. They had five children.

Thomas F. was born 1850 in Milan Co.,  and died 1879 at Troy, Bell Co., TX.  He married Sarah Elizabeth(^laughter) Turner  1 January 1873 in Bell County. She was "the daughter of Owen and Lucy (Phillips) Slaughter and widow of Miles S. Turner. She \ias born 21 August 1851 at Williamson County, TX and died 8 January 1923 at Thurber, TX.

Their: first child was Dollie Louvenia born 9 October 1873 at Troy, died 22 April 1972 at Port ArthuT, Jefferson County, TX.  She married Henry Macklin Fewell 4 October 1894 in Bosque County, TX.    He was the son of John Macklin  and Nancy Jane (Cornelius) Fewell, and was born Christmas Day 1874 at Hico, Hamilton Co., TX and died 25 March 1963 at Groves, Jefferson Co., TX.   They had three daughters and one son.  Grace Viona born 19 October 1895, married George Fay McClellan, Lottie Marie born 26 Jane 1898 married Thomas Jefferson Woods,  John Willard born 10 December 1901 married Nora Elsamena Ford, and Lucille born 14 April 1906 married Joseph Clarence Nelson.  Mary "Dena" (McClellan) Hill is descended from Grace and George McClellan.

Other children of Thomas and Sarah Elizabeth Childers were Annie born 1874 at Troy, married R. A. White, Solomon W. born 1876 and Thomas born 1878 who died at Bakersfield, CA.

The second son born to Pryor and Julia Ann Childers was Solomon Harrison, born 1852 or 3 in Bell Co., died 2 April 1931 at Carnegie, Caddo County, QK.  He married 2 May 1885 to Abigail Beatrice Goleman, daughter of Henry Harrison and Mary Minerva (Simnons) Goleman.  Abigail was born 1 April 1868 in Louisiana and died 21 April 1905 at Holdenville, Hughes County, Oklahoma.  They had ten children. Henry Pryor was born 6 June. 1886 Coryell Co., TX, died 21 September 1966 at Carnegie, OK. and married Grace Hickerson 12 March 1916.  Thomas James was born 23 October 1888 Coryell Co., died 28 April 1971 Visalia, California, and married Carrie Lou Pace 24 December 1912.  Florene Katherine was born 16 December 1891, Grady County, Oklahoma,  and died there 12 August 1911.  She married in 1907 to Marvin Hayes Weimer.  Naoma Ethel was born 19 Apr. 1894 Grady-Co., died 10 Oct. 1940 at Frederick, OK.  She married. W. E.  Johnson 16 August l9l5.  Anna Hope born 5 March 1896, died 21 August 1978 at Frederick, OK, married William Cooksey Hester 20 August 1920.

Sixth child of Solomon Harrison and Abigail Beatrice Childers was Mary Goldie, born 28 January 1898, died August 1978 at Visalia, CA, and married Bay Hill 7 June 1913.  Lula Mae, born 7 February 1900, died 26 January 1955 in CA, and married J. E. Galey 2 April 1919.  The eighth and tenth children were girls who died in infancy and childbirth, repectively.  The ninth child was Roy Cecil, born 13 January 1902 at Grandfield, OK, died 20 January 1966 at Carnegie, OK, and married Anna Lee Johnson 10 December 1925.  She was the daughter of Leander Nathan and Bhoda Leana (Armstrong) Johnson and was born 16 August 1901 at  Tipton, Tillman Co., OK, and died 14 March 1982 at Canyon, Randall County, TX.   They had two daughters.  Reta Joyce Childers  was born 24 August 1930 at Altus, Jackson Co., OK and married Dale S. King 24 August 1950.  Donna Billene Childers was born 10 February 1936 at Hollis, Harmon Co., OK, and married Mitchell C. Rankin 10 August 1955.

Henry, third child of Pryor and Julia Ann Childers, was born 1855 and was killed by Indians.  Alice J., born 1856 or 7 in Bell Co., married Reverend Samuel Simmons. Louvenia, called "Beanie", was born 1859, and married Ernest Quigg.  James Franklin was born 6 January 1866 at Belton, Bell Co., and died 20 August 1954 at Davidson, Hughes Co., OK.  He is buried at Fort Cobb, Caddo County, OK.  His first wife was Lula Goleman.  His second wife was Katherine Bowman, daughter of William and Isabell. (Miller) Bowman, who was born 24 November 1877 at Belton, TX and died 24 May 1964 at Anadarko, Caddo Co., OK. They were married 20 September 1893. Lula was the mother of'Xallie, born circa 1889 Bell Co., died 16 December 1948 Anadarko, OK, -and married Thomas Lockridge Stuart. Katherine had fourteen children. William, the oldest, was born 1894 and did not live to be an adult.   Franklin Pryor, born 1895, died 25 May 1979 at Oklahoma City, OK, and was married 1919 in Frederick, OK to Loree Agee. Effie Irene was born 19 October 1897, died 5 March 1980 at Anadarko, OK, and married John Hcward Stuart 17 November 1917. He and Thomas Lockridge Stuart were brothers.

The fifth child, Cora, born 1899 died 1903. Lela Goldie, born 10 December 1901, died 19 January 1972 Anadarko, OK, and married twice, to Emmett Sylvester Macon and to Houston "Red" Wallace. George Hilliard, born 1 January 1904 at Holdenville, OK, died 11 November 1967 at Frederick, 0k', and married Loreta Gunter. Alice Josephine, born 11 May 1906 at Holdenville, married 20 January 1928 to James Arthur Cole. James Eiton, born 11 February 1908 Spalding, OK. Was killed in Germany in World War II, 1 October 1944. Paul Eugene, born 31 March 1910 Davidson, OK, died 6 May 1963 Frederick, OK, and married Hattie Huff 13 November 1931. Travis, born.9 December 1912 at Davidson, died 29 February 1976 at Oklahoma City. He married 17 December 1937 to Daphne Christensen. Robert Ray, born 24 February 1914 at Davidson, died 10 July 1966 at Anadarko, and was married twice, to Pauline Cram and to Wilma Faye Jennings. Cecil, born at Davidson 19 May 1916, married 1 April 1942 to Wilma Hiller. Bonnie Florence, born 5 July 1918, married James Donald Bell 12 October 1941. Arthur Capper, called "Dude", was born 10 February 1921 at Binger, OK, and married Joan Van Cleave 1 January 1944.

Amanda, daughter of Goolsby and Betsy Childers, was born 1 June 1824 Grant Co., KY. She died 31 March 1900 at Rogers, Bell Co., TX. She married as the second wife to John Robert Craddock, 1840 at Caldwell, Milan Co., TX. Her children- were William, Gabriel, and Annie Eliza, 1842 to 1890, who married Andrew Jackson Weatherbe.

Seventh child of Goolsby arid Betsy Childers was Caroline, born 15 October 1826 in Grant Co., KY. She married Orville T. Tyler 26 December 1850 in Bell Co. Orville was born 26 August 1810 and died 18 April 1896 at Belton, TX. Caroline died 7 March 1912. She is mentioned in Texas history books as one of the sturdy women of pioneer days. Their first child, George W. Tyler was born3\ October 1851 at Gatesville, Milam Co., and died 11 October 1927 at Belton. He married Sue Wallace. Frances Minnie born 1853, died 1862 at Belton. William Worth born 1855 died 1864 at Salado, Bell Co. On James Albert, there is no data. Orville Thomas Tyler, Jr. was born 1861 in Coryell Co. Annie Caroline was born 1864 in Coryell Co., and died 1886 at Belton. She married A. J. Embree. The youngest children were Lewis and Louine, twins. Louine married Congressman Robert Lee Henry.

The eighth child of Goolsby and Betsy Childers was Mary, born 15 June 1829 in Adams County, Illinois. She died 30 November 1830. Elizabeth was born in Adams Co., 1 March 1831 and died circa 1837 to 40 in Burleson County, TX. Mary Jane was born 15 June 1833, and died 30 September 1835 Bell Co., TX. The youngest child, William Pressly, was born t3 August 1836 at Nashville, Milam Co., and died 1862 at Clarksville, TX while serving in the Confederate Army. He married Sarah Williams and they had two children Cordelia Williams Childers born 1859, in Coryell Co., and Travis Childers.

Three sons of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers went to. Missouri. The stories of Robert Jr., Joseph and James P. will be found in the Missouri segment

Another son, Henry P. Childers, went to Adams County, Illinois. He married in Pendleton County KY 18 Jul 1820 to his cousin Sarah (Childers) Huffman. Bestey was born in 1801 in KY and sied 3 Oct 1878 inAdams County, and shares a tombstone with her oldest child, Robert W who was born Aug 1822 and died 14 Apr 1879. In 1870 he was living at home with Betsy and 

was labeled "idiotic". A daughter, Elizabeth H., born 1824 in Grant County, KY, married 15 December 1842 as the second wife of Daniel C. Pulman, who was born 1815 in NY, son of James and Catherine N. Pulman. Children of Daniel and Elizabeth were Joseph H. born 1843, James born 1846, Jonathan born 1849, Sarah born 1851, Albert H. born 1854 and died 1918, Leroy born 1858, Charles born 1861 may have died before 1880, Etta born 1862 may have died before 1870, and Henry who died young.

Sarah Ann, second daughter of Henry P. and Betsy Childers, was born 1826 in Grant Co., KY, and died 28 June 1849 in Adams County, IL. She married Albert H. Richards 23 December 1845 and was the mother of two children, Angeline born 1846 and Sarah born 24 June 1849.  Sarah was a teacher, unmarried and died 15 January 1933 at Burton, Adams Co., IL.

Henry Goolsby Childers was born 11 April 1831 in Adams Co., and died there 9 December 1890. He married 7 May 1850 to Lois Hanks, who was born in Illinois 3 May 1830 and died in Adams Co. 11 May 1893. Their five children were Abbie G. born 18 April 1851 who married David F. Collins in Adams Co. 23 December 1866. Jacob H. born 1853 married Mary Enlow 24 January 1886. Elmira, called "Mina", was born 1858, and married Willie Enlow 29 August 1878. Robert born 1860 in Adams Co., married in that same county 11 October 1881 to Annie Hunsaker. 

Fifth child of Henry P. and Betsy Childers was John J., born 22 March 1833 in Adams Co., and died 18 July 1862 while serving with Company K, 50th Illinois troops. A daughter, no name known, was born 1835 and died before 1850.

Hannon, the seventh child of Robert and Nancy Childers, was born 1795 in KY and served in the War Of 1812. He died. Before 1874 in Grant Co., KY. His first marriage was 11 August 1814 in Pendleton County to Sarah, called "Sally" DeHart, daughter of Acklin and Mary (Patten) DeHart. She was born circa 1795 to 1800 in Madison County, KY and died between 1830 and 1834 in Grant County, KY.    Hannon then married 24 December 1836 to Nancy Childers, daughter of Joshua and Elizabeth (Richardson) Childers, who was born 1811 and died at Stewartsville, KY November 1880 when her clothes caught fire.

Harmon and Sally had six children. Louisa was born 12 December 1817 Pendleton Co., KY. In Grant County 1 September 1836, she married Nathaniel McClure who was born April 1813 and died 24 March 1895 Des Moines, IA. He was the son of Nathaniel and Mary Jane (Porter) McClure. Louisa died 31 January 1891 Des Moines, IA. They had eight children. Sarah Jane born 24 January 1837, died 1 December 1837 Grant Co., KY; Luthera born 9 October 1838, died 9 July 1906 and married Jacob Stark 6 December 1855; John David born 19 March 1842 Boone Co., KY died there 3 July 1851; Stephen Porter born 21 December 1844 Boone Co., died 27 September 1875; Samuel Lynn born 15 December 1848 Boone Co., died 24 March 1895, and married Laura Payne 21 December 1869; Louisa Jane born 25 December 1850, died 25 March 1873; Nathaniel Thomas born 21 November 1853 Boone Co., married Lizzie McCoy 2 September 1879; William Rice born 14 July 1856 Boone Co., died 18 July 1924, married 2 September 1879 to R. Mary Rombach.

Martha, daughter of Harmon and Sally, was born circa 1818 and married Ruby Charles "Chesly" Bennett/ son of Reuben C. and Mary/Polly (Hamilton) Bennett. Silas/ third child of Harmon and Sally/ went to Missouri and his family will be found in that section. Woodford Childers, son of Harmon and Sally, was born circa 1820/ married 27 March 1850 in Grant Co./ KY to Louisiana Beverly, daughter of John and Mary (Sipple) Beverly. Family tradition states Woodford fought in the Union Army, Civil War. Nothing more is known. Newton Childers was born in 1830 and went to Missouri and Oregon and his family will be found in the Oregon segment.

The younger children in the family are those of Harmon and Nancy. Sarah born 1838, married 28 November 1855 to Jesse P. Coleman in Grant Co., KY. They tw3 nine children, Martha J. born 1857, William H. born 1 October 1858, Mary E. born 1861, Susan W. born 1863, James Bryant born 1866, Albert Riley born 1870/ Ida born 1872, Emma born 1874 and Nannie born 14 September 1876.

Jasper, son of Harmon and Nancy, was born 1843 Grant Co./ KY. Warren was born in 1844. Family tradition states he served in the Union Army in the Civil War and was killed at the Battle of Antietam. Lucy, born 1845, married 1876 in Grant Co. to Robert Cook, born 1847.

Youngest child of Harmon and Nancy was Robert J. Childers/ born October 1847 or 1848. He married twice/ first to Lucretia Jones 2 December 1875. They had two daughters. Luthenia born 1877/ married 7 March 1897 at Stewartsville, Grant Co., KY to James Ketron, born WV. Their children were Frederick born 22 May 1898, John born 17 April 1900, and maybe others. Maud or Mary A., daughter of Robert and Lucretia/ was born 1 July 1878 in Grant Co,

Robert's second wife was Isia J. Kemper born June 1861 or 1862 to Richard and Elizabeth (Riddle) Kemper in Owen County/ KY. Isia was baptised into the Catholic Church at Covington/ Kenton Co., KY 5 December 1863. Robert and Isia had seven children, all born in Grant Co.., KY and all died at Kenton Co., KY. Melissa born October 1883/ died 25 December 1901. Mamie born 27 September 1885, died 22 December 1901. Nannie born September 1887, died 23 December 1901. Bettie born June 1890, died 9 December 1901. Xeno Ether (male) born 6 December 1892, died 18 December 1901. Virdie and Vania, twins, were born 28 May 1897 and died 18 December 1901 and 14 December 1901 respectively. The children all suffered from measles. Robert J. Childers was killed 15 February 1907 when he was crushed between a tractor and a pole while at work at the Covington/ KY dump site.

The second and youngest daughter of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers was Nancy, born 13 November 1802 Pendleton County, KY. She married in Grant County 24 January 1922 and died there 7 April 1888. Her husband was Jesse Conyers, son of Dennis and Mary Conyers, born 10 September 1797 in Campbell County, KY and died 12 November 1869 Grant Co., KY.  Both are buried at Mt. Zion Cemetery.  They had eight children.

William Perry, born 1822, was married twice, on 28 January 1844 to Susannah Franks and on 18 January 1870 to Estella Webster. Elizabeth H. born 25 November 1824 married-6 November 1840 to Isaac B. Conrad, son of William and Elizabeth (Boyers) Conrad. She died in Grant County 9 December 1891. Jesse Jr. was born circa 1826 to 1830. Mary Ann, born 20 April 1830, died 23 October 1888, and married Isaac R. Franks 17 December 1846. He was the son of John and Elizabeth (Cowgill) Franks.  Sarah Jane married William B. S. Franks/ brother to Isaac, on October 30, 1844. James R. Conyers was born 1832. Martha D. Conyers was born 8 August 1837, died 28 September I"? 14, married Jacob B. Rainmaker 6 July 1854 and lived in Grant Co., KY.

The youngest child of Jesse and Nancy was Nancy/born IS'41, who married a Smith.

Henry and Susannah (Goolsby) Childers/ parents of Robert Childres were born and married in Virginia but their exact dates are not known. In 1761 Henry bought land in Amherst County, VA. By a deed dated December 1777 Henry received land granted to Thomas Goolsby February 1771 and passed on to Henry by Thomas Goolsby's son William. The land was located on Roberts Creek, a branch of the Pedlar River. The property was described as being adjacent to that of Moses Swinney, father of Nancy who married Henry's son Goolsby/Goolsberry. Henry went to Greenbrier Co./ VA about 1787 and to Kentucky in 1798. In 1808. in Garrard Co./ KY he was excused by the court from paying taxes because of illness and infirmity. Nothing more is known of Henry.

Susannah (Goolsby) Childers was the daughter of Thomas Goolsby of Albermarle 'County, Virginia. Htiwrote his will in 17S6 and it was recorded in 1774. Lucy Bryant, who later became his second wife, is mentioned in the will. He had sons William and Thomas and daughters Susannah Childers, Ann Nowling, Lucy Saunders and Elizabeth Goolsby. Ann married John Nowling/Nolan and they moved to Williamson. Co., TN. Their children were Aggie.who married Bartholomew Stovall, Goolsby who married Rachel Gilliland January 1812 in Kentucky, .Sally who married John Duffy, and Littleberry who married twice, to Margaret Martin and to Rachel Thomas.

Known children of Henry and Susannah include Abraham Childers/ of whom nothing is proven at this time. Another son was Goolsby, known as Goolsberry, Childers born 1 January 1757 in Virginia, Ck)olsby owned land on the Blue Rid^e adjacent to that of Henry an6 Susannah in Amherst Co., VA. Between 1790 and 1799 he ffloved to what is now Gal-yard Co., KY.   Soolsby was married oy Reverend. Benjamin Coleaan, Baptist minister, in Aaaherst County, 2fa' February 1782 to Nancy Swinney/Sweeney, daughter of  Moses Swinney who owned land adjacent to that of Goolsby Childers. Nancy was born circa 1762 VA. Goolsby Childers was a Revolutionary War veteran, and in his pension deposition declared that he had thirteen children, ten of whom grew to adulthood.

Ailsey, possibly a corruption of Elsie, married Elijah Whitney in Garrard Co. 23 August 1804. Susannah, born circa 1787, married John Adams 24 April 1804 in Garrard Co. Betsy born circa 1789, married Travis Rodgers 19 February 1806 in Garrard Co. She was his second wife. Their children were James born 25 November 1806. Pollv born 6 Aueust 1808. Thompson born 9 September 1810, Nancy born 8 December 1812, Linsey born 20 February 1814, George born 20 October 1817, Goolsbury (Gool5by) born 15 January 1819, Matilda born 22 April 1821, Daniel born 16 April 1823, Louisiana born 13 June 1825 and Margaret born 22 February 1827.

Nancy, daughter of Goolsby and Nancy Childers, was born 15 February 1793 and died 3 June 1867 in Trimble County, KY. She married in Garrard Co. 12 January 1811 to John Orr, who was born in Ireland 17 September 1786 and died in Trimble County 7 April 1867. Their children were Lindsey L. born 1812, Jonathan born 1814, Caroline born 1815, Andrew born 1817, Sally born 1818, James born 1819, John born 1821, Martha born 1822, Elizabeth born 1824, Nancy born 1825, George born 1826, Alexander born 1829, Henry born 1831, William born 1832, Jennings P. born 1834 and Thomas Jefferson born 1836.

Milly, daughter of Goolsby and Nancy Childers, was born 1798 and married Francis Clements 8 June 1814 Garrard Co., KY. Ann, born 1804, married William L. Naylor 8 November 1820 Garrard Co. Linsey born 27 November 1791, married Catherine Lydic. Their son Jacob, born 1819, died 1853. Adam L., second son of Linsey' and Catherine, was born 2 January 1820 and lived near Versailles, Woodford County, KY. He was a bricklayer. He married Mary J. Smith 1843 and she died in 1848. He married 1851 to Susanna MeLeod. His children by Mary were Lindsay D. and Mary. His children by Susanna were Catherine, Margaret and Henry. The youngest son of Linsey and Catherine was John J. Childers, born Fayette County, KY 1 April 1824. He married Margaret Ross, daughter of William and Eleanor Ross, 16 December 1847. The family moved to North Union, Montgomery County, Indiana-1855. Children were Ella who married Jaspar Britton, Katherine who married James H. Armantrout, William who married Emma Watkins, Belle who married James M. Galey, Mary and John.

John, son ofGoolsby and Nancy Childers/ was born 1807. On 18 December 1837 in Garrard Co./ KY/ he married Jane Sacry/ daughter of Reverend John Sacry. On Benjamin/ son of Goolsby and Nancy/there is no data. Henry married in 1818 to Polly Richardson, daughter of Amos Richardson, Polly was born 1793 and died 1834. Henry's second wife was Judah Clark, whom he married in 1836. He was living in Franklin County, Indiana in 1850.

Children of Henry and Polly Childers were Moses R., Margaret, Martha Ann and Mary Jane.                                                  

Another son of Henry and Susannah was Solomon Childers, born circa 1776 in VA. He was married in Madison Co./ KY 4 March 1800 to Elizabeth Richardson, daughter of Amos and Martha (Bailey) Richardson. Elizabeth's sister Lucy married Solomon's brother Joshua. Elizabeth was born 1780 and died before 1845 in Grant Co., KY. Solomon apparently experienced rough going as a farmer and once was jailed for not paying his taxes.

His eldest child, Harrison/ died in infancy. John, born 1 August 1805 KY/ died 8 May 1883 at Strawberry point, IA. He married Catherine Shore circa 1834 in JoDaviess Co./ IL. He was a farmer and a miner.Their daughter/ Margaret E. was born circa 1835 or 1836. Their son John F. was born 1837, was a Civil War veteran died 1902 and is buried at Warren, IL. His wife was Emeline (surname unknown). Solomon Shore was born 13 January 1838 in JoDaviess Co. IL and died 13 August 1910 at Ely/ 5t. Louis Co./ MN. He married circa 1863 to Agnes Jane Thomas, daughter of Mark Thomas. Agnes was born 8 August 1844 at Pollstown, PA and died 1 January'1913 at Ely. They had ten children. Robert Henry, born 27 March 1865'at Elizabeth in JoDaviess Co., never married, and died circa 1903 firt Ely'. John Mark was born 25 January 1867 at Elizabeth and died 26 January 1937 at Goldfield,Nevada. He married Edna Mae Hewitt 6 September 1893. Frederick, third child of Solomon and Agnes, was born 16 July 1869 and died in infancy. Lillian Maud, born 21 October 1871 at Elizabeth, died 5 July 1943 at Ely. She married Peter Schaefer 26 November 1890 at Ely.

Katharine, fifth child of Solomon and Agnes, was born 21 September 1873 at Elizabeth and married James Hogdon at Ely 5 June 1897. Daniel Lemuel, born 1 December 1875 at Saginaw, MI, married Eldie Skoglund at Ely.   Townsend Heaton married 1909 at Ely to Grace Toms. He was born 26 January 1875 at Ishpeming, Marquette County, Michigan and died 6 July 1932 at Rochester, MN.

Florence, eighth child of Solomon. And Agnes. Was born 30 June 1880 and died unmarried 21 April 1899. Agnes Sidwell was born 11 November 1883 at Norway, MI and died 10 March 1871 at Duluth, MN. She married Robert John, called "Jack" Whiteside circa 1903 at Ely. Youngest child, Frederick Solomon Childers, was born 20 August 1885 at Soudan, St. Louis Co., MN and died 6 December 1956 at Ely. He married Ebba Frances Swenson 7 March 1914 at Ely. She is the daughter of Carl Alfred. And Sarah M. (Sutherland) Swenson, and was born. 26 April 1892 in St. Paul, MN. This line is the ancestry of Warren S. Childers of FL.

Third child of John and Catherine (Shore) Childers was Anna Maria Passingfair Childers, born circa 1842. She never married and is buried at Warren, IL. David Joseph was born 23 December- 1843 at Galena, IL, and died 28 October 1909 at Strawberry Point/ IA.  He married Maria Sudiman 1868 and they had two children/ Charle5 E. and Fletcher Frederick who was born 28 August 1873 and died February 1959. David married again/ to Hannah Josephine Collins born 1858 died 1927.  They were parents of Joseph David born 31 December 1886 at Strawberry Point, and died 28 October 1973. His wife was Emma Viola Cornicle, born 31 December 1896 and died 28 December 1923. Their children were Harold Joseph born 29 June 1911, Virgel Vern, Marvel Viola, Harlen Merle, Marcelle May, Marvin Malcolm and Joseph David, Jr. Other children of David Joseph and Hannah Josephine Childers were Solomon, Hannah, Ruth, Carrie and Nellie.

Sixth child of John and Catherine was Sarah Catherine, born cira 1847. She married Alexander Massey. John and Catherine also had in their household two sons of his brother, namely Bailey born 1847 and Wesley born 1851.

Amos Childers, son of Solomon and Elizabeth, was born circa 1808 and married Susanna Hicks in Adams Co., IL 28 October 1837. Susannah was born 1812 in KY. Their son-Jasper, born 1841 IL, died 7 September 1861 at St. Louis, MO in the Civil War. Other children were John born 1842, Sarah born 1845, and Margaret A. Bailey born 5 June 1848, narried Elizabeth Arnon, was in Oklahoma when he died and was brought to Strawberry Point for burial. Wesly was born 1851. These two boys were raised by their uncle and wife, John and Catherine (Shore) Childers. Amos married a second time, to Amanda (surname unknown) and was on the Clayton County Iowa census in 1880. They had a son born 1879.

Bailey, son of Solomon and Elizabeth Childers was born circa 1809, and married ^u^F13; 18^21" Edison County, KY to Elizabeth Taylor, daughter of James and Sarah (^Hicks/Hix) Taylor who were married in Amherst County, Virginia. Sarah's brother Joseph married Lucretia Childers. Known children of Bailey are Solomom born 1834, William born 1841, Lucy born 1844 and Elizabeth born 1848. They are the ancestors of H. E. Montgomery of KY.

Sally Childers, daughter of Solomon and Elizabeth, was born circa 1810, She married George Landrum, son of John and Mary (Collins) Landrum in Grant Co. 24 May 182,8. It is thought they moved to Atlanta, IL. He is believed to be the George Landrum listed as a soldier in the Black Hawk War. George and Sally had at least four children but only two are known and they were counted in the household of their uncle, Amos Childers on the 1850 census of Adams Co., IL. They were Benjamin born April 1336 and Lucy born 1841.

Benjamin moved to JoDaviess Co., IL where another uncle, John Childers lived, and then to Carroll Co., IL. His first wife was Artemesia (surname unknown), born 1841 IL. They had a daughter, Wilhelmina, who married George Henry Krell 1 January 1880 when she was 19 and he was 22. They had a daughter, Beulah L. Krell born August 1881. Benjmain's other children were James born 1862, Elmer born 1867, Ora (male) born 1877, Daisy born 1879 or 1880. Benjamin's second wife was Sarah. (Surname unknown) born November 1840 IL.

The youngest child of Solomon and Elizabeth was Daniel Harrison, called "Harris". He was born 1823 and died October 1864. He married 29 March 1843 to Marilla C. Thomas, daughter of John P. and Marinda (Childers) Thomas of Grant Co. Marinda, daughter of Hatter and Betty Childers is treated in the earlier part of this KY section. After Harris died, Marilla married William Lewis Landrum. Harris and Marilla had five children. William B., born 1846, married Delia Ferguson, daughter of Henry and Sally A. Ferguson of Grant County. Anna, 1866, and Harriet, 1868, were born to William and Delia.

Almer, son of Harris and Marilla was born 22 February 1852, Daniel H. was born 1855, and James Perry was born 1859 or 60. He married Susan Ellen McKinstry daughter of Adam McKinstry, whose mother's brother was the father of Mark Twain's mother. Susan was bon) i860 and died 1947. Tom Hutzelman of PA descends from this ancestral line.

Augusta, youngest child of Harris and Marilla was born 1862. After her marriage to Landrum, Marilla had a child, Alice, born 1868. William Lewis Landrum was the son of Richard and Elizabeth (Frakes) Landrum who was a brother of Sarah and Mary who married brothers Robert Jr. and Joseph Childers, respectively sons of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers. Marilla was his third wife.  

Henry, son of Henry and Susannah, was born 8 July 1767, probably in Amherst County, VA although a son said it was Greenbrier County. There is no evidence that Henry and Susannah were in Greenbrier County in the 1760's. Henry, the son, died in Grant County, KY 26 March 1852. He was a farmer and an innkeeper. He married in Greenbrier County, 6 July 1791, to Mary Thompson, born in Virginia 28 October 1772, the daughter of James Thompson, Revolutionary War soldier. She died at Dry Ridge in Grant County in March 1868. They were Baptists.

James, their eldest child, was born 13 March 1794 in Virginia, and married Elizabeth Tongate 22 July 1823 Grant County. He had a daughter, Elizabeth. John, born 26 January 1797 in Virginia, died circa 1840 in Grant County, where he had married Jane Pierce 25 June 1822. Jane was born 1807. There is no data for their oldest son, Thompson Childers. William Henry, born 1825, died 1895, married Joanna Sewards 21 December 1849. They had two daughters born 1854 and 1855 respectively, and a son, Charles T. born 3 September 1859 at Williams town, KY and died 14 January 1939 at Galesburg, Illinois. Another son, John was born 1857 and died in Grant County 1931

Asa M., son of John and Jane Childers, was born 9 February 1829, and died 14 April 1901. He served with the 4th. KY Infantry in the Civil War.   James F. was born 1830.   Elizabeth H. married J. E. Glasscock 5 January 1843 in Grant Co.   Ruth Ann married, Grant Co.^9 March 1848 to Tully Sewards, who was born 8 September 1825 and died 18 March 1877 in Grant Co.   Susannah J. born 1834 was mentally deficient and died in an institution 31 August 1852. Martha Ann and her younger brother, Mathew, were born circa 1835. Mary Margaret was born 1840, and died 1923. She married Thomas J. Stroud in Grant Co., 21 June 1857.

Third child of Henry and Mary Childers was Susannah, born 13 December 1799 in VA.   She married Nathaniel Henderson 5 September 1818. After Susannah died, he married in 1834 to Polly Ann Evans. Their children were Robert H. Henderson, Mary Jane who married 2 November 1837 in Grant County to Robertson J. Dyas, and Elizabeth A. who married James M. Proctor 12 February 1846.

Elizabeth, daughter of Henry and Mary, was born 7 June 1802 in VA. She married John Harrison 13 September 1822 in Grant Co. They had a daughter. Elizabeth Jane born 2 July 1822. The mother died in 1823 and John Harrison married Evaline Tongate in 1925. Elizabeth Jane married Benjamin J. Nichols 16 April 1840 in Grant Co., and died there 12 July 1848. Her children were Rosabel, Elizabeth, Newton and Jane.                                                 .

Robert, son of Henry and Mary Childers, was born 18 February 1805 in Virginia. He died circa 1850 in Grant County. His first wife was Mary Ashcraft, by whom he had two sons. She was the daughter of James and Elizabeth (Wortman) Ashcraft and was born 2 May 1808. She died 20 July 1832. Robert married Emily Belew, daughter of  -Thomas and Sarah (Daugherty) Belew 13 March 1834 in Pendleton Co., KY.  Emily was barn 1816 and died 1850. Robert had eight children.

Children of Robert and Mary were two. James H. Was born circa 1827 and died 7 August 1904 at Newport, Campbell Co., KY,  married Nancy H. Pierce, daughter of George and Martha Ann

(Childers) Pierce. Nancy was born 1838 and died 1 January 1900 Covington, Kenton Co., KY. Their children were Ross T. born circa 1856, Martha B. born circa 1857, Mary born 1859, William Harvey born 1863 and married Emma Evans, Ruth E., Vienna C., Amanda born September 1869, Lucille, Alphus and Frank.

William Harvey, son of Robert and Mary Childers, was born I13 June 1830 at Wiliiamstown, KY. He died 11 March 1904 at Dry Ridge. He married 14 March 1853 to Lucy Pierce, daughter of George and Martha Pierce and sister of Nancy. Lucy was born 3 March 1836 and died 13 October 1899 in Grant Co., Their children were Rufus Alien born 20 November 1853, died August 1917, married Melissa Clark. Jennie born 19 July 1859, died circa 1877. William Pryor born 18 March 1861, died 7 June 1883. Maude Ella born 26 August 1864 died 1906. Lou Emma born 26 July 1868, died 15 November 1938, married David Dedrick. Albert Lesley born 6 March 1872, married Kate Plunkett 6 June 1900. He was a grocer, then a restaurateur at Dry Ridge, KY.

Children of Emily were Thomas G., married Sarah E. Childers 16 December 1856, lived in MO. Mary A. J. married Andrew J. Lewis and lived in IX. John W., Robert P.

And Sarah E. also lived in Texas. Alexander probably died young.

Rebecca, born 17 November 1807 to Henry and Mary Childers, was their first child born in Kentucky. She never married. Mary born 24 October 1810 and Sarah born 13 May 1813 probably died before 1820. Henry Jr., youngest child of Henry and Mary, was born 11 February 1816 in Pendleton County. He was judge of Grant County in 1878 and 1882. He died 19 August 1899 in Grant County. He married 12 April 1838 in Pendleton County to Elizabeth Bryan Conyers, born 1822 in Grant County and died 1900 in Grant County. She was the daughter of James Conyers and his wife, Catherine DeHart, who was a niece of Daniel Boone. The couple had seventeen children, but not all lived to adulthood.

Mary, born 1841, died 1923 in Grant Co., and married W. W. Dunlop in 1862. He was born 1840 in Fayette Co., KY. Their children were James N., Fanny B. 1864-1935, Edwin W. 1866 - 1925, Alexander G. 1868 - 1922, Mildred M. 1870-1949, William W. 1872 - 1971, Katie and Annie.

Robert H. born 13 November 1845, died circa 1920 in Grant Co., and married Sarah Elizabeth Conrad, daughter of William Glassock Conrad November 1868. Their children were Lucinda 1885-1973, Oscar whose wife was Amanda, Robert, Thurman, Walter 1880-1950, Cora 1869-1942 married Jess N1x^1868-1946, Carrie, Elizabeth, Laura, Louisa, Catherine, Ruth 1894-1983 married John Sanford Marksbury, 1882-1966. Elizabeth was deceased by 1920; her children were Robert and Genevieve Thompson. Robert Childers, son of Robert and Sarah Elizabeth, was the parent of Anna Louise and Robert Alex. Robert, born 13 November 1875, was deputy sheriff of Grant County.

Newton, born 1846 had wife Nancy and died 1933 in Grant Co. Ann Louisa born 1848, died Nov. 1859 in Grant Co. Marion born 1854 married Rosella and died 1928 in Grant Co. Two daughters, Mary E. and Anzie Lee died in childhood. Names of other children are not known.

No data is known on William C. and A. Sidney J. Childers/ sons of Henry Jr. and Elizabeth. Alice W. born 21 December 1850, died 30 November 1912, and married Benjamin H. Dunlap who was born 28 May 1845 and died 29 June 1913 in Grant Co., KY.

Martha Jennie born 1853, died 1930 in Grant Co., and married Darius P. Brewer, born in Ohio 1846, died 1933. Emma Louisa born 1858, died 1918, married Joseph Marcum, 1855-1939, Grant Co. No data is known on Nancy C. Elizabeth D. married John Beard, born 1852, son of William and Mary E. (McAtee) Beard.

Sarah Childers was born circa 1774 to Henry and Susannah. She married William Huffman 29 December 1794 Lincoln County, Kentucky. He was ' born 1769 in Virginia.   Sarah apparently died before 1850, for In the Adams County, Illinois census William had wife llary born 1773 Virginia. Two Huffman daughters, Elizabeth and Susannah, married sons of Robert and Nancy (Pryor) Childers and are treated earlier in this narrative. Nelson Huffman, born 1796 in KY married Susannah Childers, daughter of Thomas’s Goolsby and Mary/Polly (Richardson) Childers, 7 August 1820 Switzerland County, Indiana. Mary/Polly Huffman, born 1800 KY, married Reuben Childers, son of Reuben and Margaret (Hudson) Childers 25 March 1824 Grant County, KY. Henry Huffman, "born 1805 KY, died before 1834 Franklin Co., 110, married Sarah Childers, daughter of Thomas Goolsby and Polly (Richardson) Childers. James born November 1810 or 1812 KY, married Hannah J. Heskitf, William Bluford born 1814 or 1818 KY, married first Aisianda Alien and second Susan Rood; Solomon born 1819 KY married as a second wife Ruth Winget, and as a third wife Lucy (surname unknown); and Catherine born 1822 Grant Co., KY/ died 1903 Adams Co., IL, married 22 November 1848 Adams Co./ to James Riley Enlow. William Huffman had about fifteen children but not all names have been found or have been proven

Joshua Childers was born 29 August 1777 in Virginia, son of Henry and Susannah (Goolsby) Childers. He died in Grant County, Kentucky 6 October 1856 at the age of 79. He married his first wife in Madison Co., KY 23 April 1799. Lucy Richardson, born 17 March 1780, was the daughter of Amos and Martha (Bailey) Richardson. She died in Grant Co. 17 June 1842. Joshua married Malinda Co Ionian 11 May 1854. Joshua and Lucy had six children.

MaryPolly Childers daughter of Joshua and Lucy was born 28 February 1800. .She married 4 July 1820 in Switzerland Co. IN to William P. Childers called "Yankee" son of Henry and Betsy (Pryor) Childers. On 14 January 1828 he was granted a tavern license in Grant Co. KY. This family was enumerated on the 1840 census of Grant Co. In Joshua's will 1856 he stated William P. Childers was not a resident of Grant County. Later Polly returned to Grant County to live at the home of her son. Known children of this couple were John born circa 1821 who had wife Eliza (surname unknown) who was born 1834 and children William A. born 1851 Nancy born 1853 James born 1855. Joshua, son of William P. and Polly was born circa 1825 to 1830 and married Elizabeth Childers 11 April 1843 Grant Co. KY and the bond was confirmed by Squire Lucas. Other children of William and Polly were Benjamin T. Sarah M. and Solomon. There were other children names unknown.

Martha, or Patsy was born 4 May 1804 and married George Pierce 4 September 1823. He was the son of William and Margaret Pierce, and was born circa 1805. Children of George and Martha were Mary born circa 1834 who married Jackson Isaacs; Lucy who married William Harvey Childers, son of Robert and Mary (Ashcraft) Childers; Nancy who married his brother James Childers; Martha born circa 1841; and Amanda born circa 1844.

Squire R. Childers was born 29 Dec. 1806 and married Rebecca Conyers, born 2 September 1804 in Pendleton Co., daughter of Denis and Mary Conyers. Their children were Nancy Jane born 28 January 1828, married Thomas Arthurs 15 January 1846 in Grant Co. William G., born 23 September 1830, may have died in the Civil War. Elizabeth Margaret was born3 December 1832, and died 12 September 1885. She married John W. Gaugh, son of Francis and Mary (Evans) Gaugh, on 18 December 1856. He was born 17 March 1837 and died 1916. Their children were Luthera born 11 May 1864, Leslie born 17 June 1868, Clarence born 26 August 1873.

Leviantha Childers, daughter of Squire and Rebecca, was born 15 June 1835. Mary A. was born circa 1838. Cordelia was born circa 1841. Albert Joshua was born 6 March 1842 and died 13 May 1906. He married Cordelia Collins Reed 27 Feb 1867 in Grant Co. William H. 1869-1943, married Rose but had no children. Arthur A., 1879-1950 married and lived in TX he had three children. T. Lester was born in Williamstown 1872, died 1969 NE, married Myrtle but left no issue. James H. was born in Williamstown 1875 and died in OK 1937, and had three children. Charles H. born 1884, died 1958 MO, had three children. Viola, 1888-1915, probably lived in OK. 

Youngest child of Squire and Rebecca was Martha Amantha, born 17 April 1846. She married Thomas P. Evans 15 April 1869 Grant Co. Names of their children are not known.

Nancy, fourth child of Joshua and Lucy was the second wife of Harmon Childers, son of Robert. and Nancy (Pryor) Childers. Sarah, fifth child of Joshua and Lucy, was born circa 1816 near Dry Ridge and died 5 May 1911 at Washington, Kansas. She married 14 November 1844 in Grant Co. to William S. Ayres, who was born 18 July 1817 in Gallatin Co., KY and died 30 November 1897 in KS. They had a son, John Osborn Ayres born 1843, but he was either an invalid or incompetent and when Sarah died, her estate was contested bitterly by her nieces and nephews and was divided in their favor instead of to John Osborn as Sarah intended.

Joshua Jr. was born 12 June 1820 in Grant County, and died there 28 July 1849. On 20 November 1842 he married Amanda Vance, daughter of Robert and Elizabeth (Pierce) Vance. Her second marriage was to Elisha Isaacs 23 April 1852. Joshua and Arnanda had five children.

Lucy Jane/ born circa 1844 Grant Co./ KY, married (name unknown) Clemons. Altha Ann/ born 25 January 1845 Grant Co./ died 1 April 1915 Quincy/ Adams Co./ IL. She married William Edward Gillespie in 1869. He was born 21 July 1845 at Payson/ Adams Co. IL and died 15 June 1900 at Quincy/ IL. His parents were James and Eliza (surname unknown) Gillespie. William Edward and Altha Ann had three children.

William Edward Jr. was born August 1869. At Payson/ IL and die-d 21 November 1934 at Portland/ Multnomah Co./ OR. He married first to Clara B. Shartsyer and second to Lillie (surname unknown) and third to Hortense Flora Walker. Laura A. was born 6 March 1874 IL and died 21 May 1958 at Seattle/ King Co./ WA/ and was married to Clinton Sullivan. Carrie A. was born 14 February 1880 IL/ died 23 December 1970/ and married William C. Nance.

Martha Ann/Mattie/ daughter of Joshua and Amanda/ was born 1 August 1848 and died May 1935. She married 27 March 1879 as second wife of John Wesley Billeter. His first wife was Kate Renaker of Berry/ Harrison Co./ KY. Martha and John Wesley had two children. Amand-a C. Billeter was born 25 February 1880 and married 30 June 1903 to George W. Ecklar. Elijah J. Billeter, born 15 January 1883/ died 24 June 1903 when he fell from a horse while taking lambs to market.

Amada (Vance) and Elisha Isaacs had one child, Sarah W. who was born 19 February 1853 and died, unmarried, 10 March 1902, Grant County, KY.

Thomas Goolsby Childers was born in Greenbrier County, Virginia 3 January 1782. With this birth place and date he has to be a son of Henry Childers. Neither Goolsbury or Robert Childers, sons of Henry were married at that time, and there is no evidence that Goolsbury went at any time to Greenbrier County. Family tradition in Missouri has it that two Childers brothers came together to the Franklin County area, and since Thomas Goolsby, William G. and James P. are •(: ha Kentucky-connected Childers who were there, it reasons that Thomas Goolsby would be the brother of William G., known son of Henry.

Thomas Goolsby Childers died 21 December 1856 Franklin County, MO at the home of his son Henry. He was a Captain of a company of soldiers in the War Of 1812 that included as privates his nephews James, Joseph and Goolsby/Goldsby Childers, all men from Pendleton County, KY at that time. Thomas G. married in Madison County, KY 3 December 1799 to Mary/Pollv Richardson, daughter of Daniel and Nancy (Townsend) Baselt Richardson. Polly was born 20 October 1784 VA and died 20 October 1856 Franklin County, MO.    Seven of their children are known. Daniel married 12 May 1879 Franklin County, MO to Elizabeth Adams. Susannah born 1807 KY married her cousin Nelson Huffman 1820 in Switzerland County, Indiana. Sarah/Sally married twice, first to her cousin, Henry Huffman, son of William and Sarah (.Guilders) Huffman, 13 July 1330 and second, 14 July lo34 to Henry Adams, both marriages in Franklin Co., MD. Henry Childers, born 4

March 1811 KY, died 23 December 1856 in Franklin County, married first Elizabeth Maupin and second Sarah (Mitchell) Adams. Mary born 1814 KY married 23 March 1830 in Franklin County to George Washington Adams. Milton R. born circa 1820, died 1860 Marion County, IL, married in MO 2 October 1845 to Elizabeth P. Inman.   Benjamin G. born circa 1822 MO, died circa 1864 Franklin County, married 20 May 1841 to Permelia Adams. The mother of Thomas G. Childers is unproven. Personally I do not believe it was Susannah, only known wife of Henry Childers. If Susannah was born circa 1730 she would have been 52 years of age when Thomas G. was born. It was also a custom in those days to name the first-born child of the second wife after the first wife. If the child proved to be a male then he was named for the father or a favorite brother of the first wife.   How else does one explain. The name Thomas Goolsby for this son when Henry and Susannah already had a first-born son named Goolsby/Goolsbury born 1757?

William G. Guilders, youngest son of Henry Guilders, was born circa 1785 and married Elizabeth Graham, daughter of Thomas and Elizabeth (surname unknown) Graham, in Garrard Co., KY 8 June 1B05. She was born 1779 in Virginia and died 19 April 1857 in Franklin Co., MO. William 3. Died while on a visit to Kentucky in 1334.

Known Children are Thomas G. whose story is found in the Oregon segment. Johnson was born circa 1811 in Pendleton County, Kentucky and died 1856 at Stockton, California. Her married #1 Margaret Blare 20 January 1836 Franklin County, Missouri and #2 Evalyn (Robinson) Payne, widow of Thomas Jolson Payne, July 1848. They are ancestors of Jeanette Nelson of CA.

Henry, son of William G. and Elizabeth Childers, died unmarried in1336. Spicey, daughter of William Q. and Elizabeth, married first Henry Carrington 17 January 1830. Her second husband was Wilkerson Maulpin,. Harried 1632 and later divorced. Wilkerson remarried 14 October 1846 "to Louisa Valentine. Spicey had a mental breakdown and was judged insane in 1S43 and Green C, Terry, her brother-in-law- was appointed her guardian. He had married Elisabeth Childers, daughter of William G. and Elizabeth, 8 January"- 1338 in Gasconade Co., MO.

Children of Spicey and Wilkenson Maupin were Johnson born circa 1833, Preston born circa 1837, Mary born circa 1638, and Eliza born circa 1340. Wilkerson had -two children by his second wife. Flavius was born in 1347 and Nancy was born in 1349.

Elizabeth and Green Terry had seven children, William M. born 1836, Spicy J. born 1338, Sarah 3. Born 1838, Benjamin D. born 1840, Henry G. born 1343, Lucinda E. born 1347 and Flavius N. born 1849. All were born in Missouri.

Another Henry Childers of the Pendleton/Grant County, KY residents is the Revolutionary War veteran. He was born 1765 in Albermarle County, Virginia and died 1 September 1839 in Grant Co. He married in Greenbrier County, KY 10 September 1737 to Elizabeth/Betsy Pryor, They \»ere in Kentucky by 1795. Betsy preceded Henry in death. Six children are known. 

Nancy, born circa 1790, married 8 February 1810 in Pendleton Co. to Richard Wortman, Jr., son o? Richard and Elizabeth Wortman. They had two children, Mariah and Nancy. Nancy, the mother, was deceased by 1839.

William P. Childers, called "Yankee" was the eldest son of Henry and Betsy. He married 4 July 1820 in Switzerland Co., IN to Polly Childers, daughter of Joshua and Lucy (Richardson) Childers. "Lucy, daughter of Henry and Betsy, was born circa 1800 and married 6 Hay 1819 in Pendleton Co. to James Wilson, son of Robert Wilson. Their son Robert born 1822, married Mariette Evans, born 1827, and on the 1860 census had children, James W. born 1858 and Sarah Bell born 23 September 1859. Theodore born 1828. And James Pryor born 1832 were two of the older children of James and Lucy. James Pryor Wilson married Levina White, born 1834 KY and they had Serilda, born 1854, Eliza J. born 1855 and Rosabella born 1859. Malinda, born 1831 married 27 October 1853 to James B. Smith, who was born in Owen County, KY 1831, and their children were Nancy A. born 1856, Green F. born 1858 and a son born 1860.

Lucretia, daughter of James and Lucy Wilson, was born 2 April 1835 Grant Co., KY, and died 7 November 1916 Franklin Co., IN. She married 15 September 1859 in Grant County to Andrew Jackson Isaacs, born 1 June 1836 Owsley County, KY and died 3 ("larch 1910 Franklin Co., IN. He was the son of Jacob and Rebecca (Bowman) Isaacs. Youngest known child of James and Lucy was Alien P. born 1841, married 9 December 1890 in Grant County to Phanetta Milner.

Mary, daughter of Henry and Betsy (Pryor) Childers, was born circa 1802 and married 8 August 1822 in Grant County to William Templeton. Known children are Sally I. born 1836, Polly A. born 1838, Wesly A. born 1838, Joseph M. born 1843, Mary D. born 1844 and Seabury born 1844. Wesly married Nancy Cook, daughter of William S. Cook, 19 January 1860 Grant County, KY.

Abraham, son of Henry and Betsy, was born 1791 in Bourbon County, KY and was a stonemason. He was in the War Of 1812 but was reported as a deserter from the Campbell County militia 6 October 1815. This may be the Abraham Childers who married Sarah Morris 18 March 1814 Pendleton County, KY. She probably died and this could explain the desertion) for an Abraham Childers married Polly Monier 2 July 1816 Pendleton County, and the name Abraham for a Childers male was not that popular in the area. On 4 May 1827 in Grant County, KY Abraham Childers married Elizabeth/Betsy dark. The 1840 census listed them with a son born circa 1827 and a daughter born circa 1837 who was mentally incompetent. Abraham's bad luck persisted, for in 1858 Betsy, a widow, was taken to the county poorhouse.

Youngest child of Henry and Betsy Childers was Thomas C., born 1805 or 6. He married 3 March 1833 in Grant County to Lucinda Thornhill, daughter of Priscilla Thornhill, a widow, who lived with them circa 1850 through 1860. Lucy was born circa 1805. Their children included Sarah Elizabeth born 1836 and William T. born 1845. He married Joana • (surname unknown) and had son James born 1869

Major Childers was born in Virginia 19 February 1774, son of Joseph and Mary Childers of Amherst County. He married Hannah, daughter of Stewart Bailew, in Amherst County. She was born 16 November 1778 in VA and died 18 April 1812 in KY. After her death, Major married Nancy Ann (Williams) Woodyard, daughter of Bennett Williams, a Revolutionary War veteran and widow of Walter Woodyard. She was born 7 March 1797 and died 19 August 1889. She married Waiter Woodyard 21 October 1813 in KY and married Major Childers 8 July 1815 in Pendleton Co. Major died 27 April 1845 in Clark County, Missouri.

Children of Major and Hannah were Nancy born 6 November 1796 VA and married 8 April 1813 Garrard Co., KY to Andrew Anderson, son of Cornelius. Joseph Henry oldest son of Major and Hannah, was bornA7 December 1798 in Garrard Co., and died 20 November 1871 in Adams Co., IL. He married Margaret Conyers, daughter of Denis Conyers 15 August 1820 in. Pendleton Co., KY. Margaret was born 1802 and died 6 May 1322 in Adams Co., IL. J. H., as he was known, then married Mary McClone 20 October 1833. Mary was corn 1805 in Ireland and died 28 August 1875 Adams Co., IL. J. H. had eleven children.

Margaret's Children were Major Denis, born 5 July 1821 Grant Co., KY, died 29 January 1912. He married Elvira Birch   13 January 1842 in Adams Co., IL. He was commissioner of highways several years in Illinois and moved to Carroll Co.,. MO 1877. They had no children.

Meneer, son of Margaret and J. H. Childers was born 3 January 1823 in Grant County, Kentucky and lived twenty days. John Anderson is treated in the Oregon segment. Eliza J., oldest daughter of J. H. and Margaret, was born 13 August 1826 in Grant Co., KY and married in Adams Co., IL to Franklin Humphrey.  Cinderella was born to J. K. and Margaret Childers 18 October 1828 in Grant Co., and died 26 February 1865 in Adams Co. She married Isaac Enlow, who was a wagon master born 1825 in PA. Her second husband was William Vickers Humphrey, whom she married 30 March 1851. He was the son of John Gill and Frances Grace (Richards) Humphrey and was born 20 October 1821 in Loudoun Co., VA. He died 22 August 1883 in Adams Co. Their oldest child, Mary Ella was born 5 September 1846 and married Thomas Spence 1 March 1871, Gilmorzen was born 1849 and married Margaret Yetten. Thomas Lee was born 1852 and married Susan Eckel. Alice M. was born 1854 and married George T. Muhl. James born 1858, died 1922. . Charles Perry was born 7 July 1861 Adams Co., and married 20 December 1882 to Clara Maude Waggy. Blanch was born 25 June 1864 in Adams Co., and married 30 September 1885 to William Oliver Larrimore.

Priscillia Ann, daughter of J, H« and Margaret, was born 2 May 1830 in Grant Co., SY and died 21 May 1832 in Adams CO., IL. Sue and -John W, Vickers were married 14 January 1849 in Adams Co* their children were Ellen Grafton born 29 October 1S49, Joseph Henry born 11 September 1352 and Olivia Sarah born 12 January 1805. Hannah Mi. born 6 May 1832 to J. H. and Margaret died young.

Squire Perrv ChiLders was the oldest child of 0'. H. and his second wife, Mary." He moved to Scotland Co., MO and will be found, in the Missouri segment. Elizabeth H. was born to J. H. and Mary 12 October 1836 and serried in Adams Co. 19 January 1S68 to William 3. Pierson. Their children were Genie, Oscar, Seth and Mary.

Nancy M., daughter of J. H. and Mary Chiders, was born 12 August 1838 in Adams Co., where she lived all of her life. She died 7 December 1865. She married John Schner 6 April 1865. Youngest child of J. H. and Mary was Martha C., born 28 October 1842, and married 1862 in Adams Co. She married Benjamin F. Norton 1841-1904. Their children were Usa R., 1869-1951, married Rosetta Bennett, 1875-1933; Lee F., 1870-1943, married Rosalee Lindsay, and as his second wife, Aura Hecox; Charles A., 1871-1959, married Eva Doling; Enola who married James Shields.

Third child of Major and Hannah was John born 31 July 1801. Other children of Major and Hannah were Joanah born 17 March 1804, Major Jr. born 31 May 1806, Elizabeth born 27 April 1809. No other data are known on these children.

Reuben Chiders, son of Reuben and Margaret (Hudson) Chiders was born 1800 in Virginia. He married 25 March 1824 Grant County, KY to Mary/Polly Huffman, daughter of William and Sarah (Childers) Huffman. Polly was born 1800 in Kentucky.   They moved to Illinois and lived in Adams County. Their eldest child, Joshua H. was born 20 December 1824 in KY, and died 26 November 1906 in Brown County, IL. He married Elizabeth J. Robinson, who was born 1835 in PA and died 3 April 1885 in IL. Children of Joshua and Elizabeth were Cerilda, born 1854, died 1927 in Adams Co., and married William H. Clingingsmith 29 February 1874 in Adams Co.; George born 1856; Allen born 1862; Benjamin H. born 18 June 1865, died 21 March 1914 Brown Co., IL, and married Clara Logue, who was born 1876 in IL; Mary born 1870; Joseph born November 1873, II, died 19 December 1926 Brown Co., IL; Reuben N. born October "1876, IL, died 1916 Brown Co., IL; Amos born 1861, James born 1867,

William H. Childers, son of Reuben and Polly, was born circa 1826 KY, and married Dorcas Browning, who was born 1837 in Ohio. Their children were Columbus born 1854, Ester born 1857, Frederick born 1862, Alforetta born 1864, William born 1869 and Mary who died in infancy circa 1859.

Benjamin, son of Reuben and Polly, was born 1828 KY, and married 30 March 1853 in Adams Co. to Martha McCracken. Margaret, born 4 January 1833 or 4 was the oldest daughter of Reuben and Polly Childers. She and Columbus Buffington were married in Adams County 20 November 1853. Margaret died 14 May 1879 in Adams Co., and Columbus remarried. Children of Margaret were James born 1859, Benjamin born 1861, Joseph born 1869 and Richard born 1873.

Other children of Reuben and Polly were Chrisstini born 1835 IL, Mary Ann born 1838 IL, who married Clinton Hughes 11 October 1857 in Adams Co. George W., born 1840 and Isham N. born 1825, were also sons of Reuben and Polly.
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Joshua Childers, son of Reuben and Margaret (Hudson) Childers, was born 1804, probably VA, and married in Grant County, KY to Sarah Harmon»12 August 1827. She is believed to be the daughter of David Harmon. Their first child, David Harmon Childers was born 1829 in Grant Co., and was a baby in his mother's lap when the family moved to Illinois.   Joshua died 1843 when he drank from a poisoned well.

David Harmon Childers married Elizabeth Smith 9 August 1855 in Adams Co, IL. Other children of Joshua and Polly were all born in IL. Of William, Elizabeth and Mary, no birth dates are known. Elizabeth married Alexander M. Gillam 22 November 1853 in Adams County. The youngest son of Joshua and Polly was George Washington Childers born 14 April 1843 in Adams Co. He married Buna Woodcock 18 January 1880 at LaGrange, Lewis Co., MO. He died 4 November 1904.

Thomas Childers was born 1775 or before, married circa 1803, and died circa1818 Pendleton Co., KY. He fought in the War of 1812, as did his oldest, son, Joseph. Nothing more is known of him. A second son, John born circa 1300, married 7 Dec 1823 to Amanda Winans Nothing more is known of this couple.

Third child, Mary Susan born 1805 or 1806, married as her first husband Owen Williams 2 March 1823 Pendleton Co, KY. Owen was the executor of the Thomas Childers estate. Owen was born circa 1775 and died between March and April 1836 in Pendleton Co. The name of his first wife is unknown.

Sons of Polly (Childers) Williams were Joseph and Simon, the latter born in 1829, who reportedly "went South" circa 1859 and nothing more is known of them. Susan, called Sukie, was born circa 1830 in Pendleton Co., KY and married there 5 October 1851 to Frederick Mintern/Minton, a carpenter born 1830 VA. Their children were John M. born 1854, William W. born 1856 and married 16 February 1883 to Arabelle S. Saben, Mary T. or F. born 1B58 and Annie E. born 1860.

Elvira was born to Owen and Polly 22 March 1831 and died 28 July 1892 Pendleton Co., KY. She married 3 March 1846 to Reverend Marcus Monroe Arnold who was born 28 March 1827 Hampshire Co., VA and died 27 October 1900 Pendleton Co. He was Minister of the Short Creek Baptist Church in Pendleton County for twenty-one years. He was the son of Elias E. and Eliza (Monroe) Arnold. After Elvira died, Marcus married Frances (Cook) Tewell 31 January 1B93. She was born 11 June 1838 Kenton Co., KY and died 15 January 1926 at the home of one of her children at Independence, MO. Her parents were Samuel and Elizabeth (Lancaster) Cook and her first husband was James Elrod. Tewell, born 1624, died 1888.

Elvira and Marcus Monroe Arnold had eight children. E. Andrew was born 6 January 1849, died 1929, and married Nancy (unknown) who was born 1848 KY. The second child, John W. Arnold, was born 28 October 1851 and died 5 July 1917, marrie6 Clara Isabelle {Tewell} Woodyard daughter of James Elrod and Frances (Cook) Tewell. Clara Isabelle was born 1S67 and died 1922. Her first husband was William Woodyard. Her children by William were Lula, Gertrude and Goldia Woodyard. Her children by John were Aloa Ray, Nellie and Anna Arnold.

Third child of Elvira and Marcus Monroe was Malinda born 1 December l854 and married twice, first to Daniel Dennis arid then to John Slater. Charlotte Arnold was born 18 July 1857 and married James M. Mackbee January 1874. Mary Susan Arnold was born 26 September 1862 and died 17 May 1927. She married 23 November 1887 to George Scroggins. They had six children. Homer born 8 March 1889, died at Camp Meade, MD. Elvira Frances born 24 June 1890, married 16 February 1924 to John Denny Risin. Lillian Pearl born 16 February 1893, married 18 March 1821 to Robert M. Smith. Shirley Celene born 11 August 1896 married 17 April 1824 to Dr. Pryor D. Warren. A daughter, name unknown, died age six months. Cassius M. Arnold, son of Elvira and Marcus Monroe, was born Dec 1869 and died 22 July 1880. Charles E. Arnold was born 4 September 1872. 

Ann Gemima Williams was the youngest child of Owen and Polly. She was born circa 1838 and married in 1854 to Reverend Thomas Greathouse, a minister and teacher.   He was born 1822 KY and died 1895 KS. Their children, all born in Pendleton County, KY were Marietta born 1857, Lee Sanders born 1859, Fleming B. born 1866 and "Lill".

Owen Williams' children by his first wife, name unknown, were two daughters, names unknown, Thomas who married Jane Finley and were the parents of Mary Jane who married Robert P. Childers (see Missouri segment), Eliza Jane who married Ansel Johnson, John W. who married Lucetta Ann Caldwell, and Jane married James Jackson Petit,

After Owen died Polly (Childers) Williams married Elias Bailey Arnold, a hog fanner, on 29 January 1845 in Pendleton Co., KY. They adopted a child Martha Jacobs who was born circa i860. Elias Arnold's first wife was Eliza Monroe, born 11 March 1798 VA. And died 15 September 1843 Pendleton Co., and was the daughter of John and Eleanor (Asbury) Monroe. They had twelve children. John A. married Rebecca Turner or Tomlin. James Monroe Arnold married first Mary Webster and second Zee McBee. Archibald died when three months old. Mary married first Asa Eggleston and second (name unknown) Croyn. William died in infancy. Marcus Monroe married first Elvira Williams and second Frances (Cook) Tewell. Rebecca Ann married her sister's former husband, Asa Eggleston. Elias Bailey Jr. never married. Sarah Ellen or Rachel died at age sixteen. Tilsbury Miles, a twin, married Elisabeth Pock. George Walker, his twin, married Eliza Jane Green. Andrew Jackson married Malissa DeCoursey.

Fourth child of Thomas and Susannah Childers was Thomas born ~ between 1810 and 1820 and died 1826. Katherine Childers was born circa 1812 and married 3 July 1831 to William B. Barker in Pendleton Co., KY. Katherine Childers bore a child out of wedlock and Thomas Crawford was charged in Harrison Co., KY court as being the father. Court date was October 1829. In December 1834 at age of six Thomas Childers, infant orphan of: Thomas Crawford and Katherine Childers, was bound out to Ansalem Clarkson to learn farming. Nothing more is known of Katherine or her son.
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It All Started In Virginia

My quest to prove the parentage of Henry Childers of Amherst County, Virginia has failed so far. I have had lots of clues, blind alleys pursued and speculation, but the positive proof has not been found. It has been possible to connect some family ties --- i. e., the identity of Henry's associates and children --- but the relationship of Henry to his peers, the other adults of Amherst County, is still unknown. 

It ~s noteworthy that some of the children of Joseph Childers of Amherst County were "fellow travelers" of Henry Childers and his descendants, being found in Greenbrier County in the 1780 t s, Pendleton County in the 1800' s, in Missouri, Illinois and Indiana in the 1850 I S and Oregon in the 1880 IS.' ' 

Joseph Childers owned land in Amherst County in 1760. His wife was Mary Faris who died 1829 Grant County, KY. Joseph died in Kanawha County, VA where on 12 December 1809 his son Reuben was the executor. 

Elizabeth, daughter of Joseph and Mary, married Benjamin. Sandidge 28 October 1783 in Amherst t County.  

Joseph Childers, Jr. had two wives, and died in 1810 in Amherst County. He married Nancy Ballinger 23 January 1806. She died about three years later, and Joseph, married again 12 March 1809 to Polly Gilliam. Joseph Jr. had two sons. Leonard H. was married in Amherst County 8 September 1828 to Belinda Catherine Taliaferro. Henry F. B. Childers attended medical college at the University o~ Virginia and graduated in 1827. He went to Pendleton, then to Boone County, KY where he died in I845. He married Eliza Ann Cary 10 March 1830 in Bourbon Co., KY. She died after 1855. Their son Thomas Jefferson Childers was born, 31 January 1836 and later served as a First Lieutenant, in the Confederate Army. He married 7 February 1867 to Mary E. Bristow of Kenton Co., KY, daughter of Reuben and Satira (Stevens) Bristow. Other children of Henry F. B. and Eliza Ann were Lewis L., Satira B., Thomas K., who was deceased before 1885, and Henry F. Childers. 

Reuben, son of Joseph Sr. and Mary, married Margaret Hudson, 5 Oct 1785. He went to Greenbrier County, VA (now WV) and then to Pendleton/Grant County, KY. It is known that he had a son Joseph born circa 1793, who also moved to KY and died in Decatur County, IN 4 February 1854. He married 19 January 1815 in Greenbrier Co., to Mary/Polly Hix. She was born 1794 in VA and died 1880 in Putnam Co., MO. Oldest child of Joseph and Polly was Benjamin, born 1816. His wife was Sarah, surname unknown. Second child of Joseph and Polly was Richard, who, along with his younger brother William Meredith, went to Putnam Co., MO and will be found in the Missouri segment. 

Third child of Joseph and Polly was Mary Ann born 1820.Amanda was born in 1826 in KY and married John Ogle, a shoemaker who was born 1822 in IN or TN. Known children are John Sinclair Ogle born 1844, James Ogle born 1846 and William A. Ogle born 1848.

Joseph Jr., son of Joseph and Polly, was born circa 1826 in KY, and was a boot and shoemaker. His wife, Mary, was born 1830 in IN. They lived in Decatur Co., IN. Their known children are Samuel O. born 1849, George C. born 1854, and William M. born 1856. 

Twins, Reuben O. and Sarah Elizabeth, were born to Joseph and Polly 1833 in Decatur Co., IN. Sarah Elizabeth married Martillis William Bush 25 March 1851 in Decatur Co., IN. Youngest child of Joseph and Polly was Elisa born 1834.

Reuben and Margaret had a son Benjamin who resided in Franklin County, IN. His wife's name is not known.  His son, Meredith, born 1813, married 1 February 1833 in Decatur Co., IN to Elizabeth Anthony. They moved to Clark Co., MO. Known children are Henry born 1837, a son born 1840 whose name was illegible on the census record, Noah born 1843, and Sarah born 1847, all born in IN. Charles was born in KY 1852, and Missouri was born 1857 in Clark Co., MO.

Other children of Benjamin Childers of Franklin Co., IN were Reuben born 1815 John born 1820, Joseph born 1825, Benjamin born 1827, Martha born 1830 and Harrison born 1835.

Other children of Reuben and Margaret (Hudson) Childers were Lucinda born 1799, married 20 April 1815 Pendleton Co., KY to Thomas Hix; Reuben who married Mary/Polly Huffman; Joshua who married Polly Harmon; and James born circa 1805. Reuben and Joshua have been treated in the Kentucky segment.

Fourth child of Joseph and Mary Childers of Amherst County was Shadrach, who married Julia Ward in Jackson County, Ohio. Known children are Mary who married Moses Nelson 1831, Lucy who married Josiah Creameana 23 July 1835, Nancy who married Adam Corn 16 November 1837, Caroline who married Samuel Nelson 2 November 1839, and Shadrach Jr. who married Rebecca Carrick 23 July 1835. Children of Shadrach Jr. were James W. born 1836, Elizabeth born 1837, William A. born 1842, and Samuel born 1847.

Major, fifth son of Joseph and Mary is included in the Kentucky segment of this family tree. Nancy Ann, daughter of Joseph and Mary, married 10 July 1788 in Amherst Co. to James Coleman. Jesse married Anne Sandidge in Amherst Co. 13 October 1793. Judith, youngest child of Joseph and Mary, married Samuel Coleman 26 February 1794 in Amherst Co.
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
